“Abraham and Sarah lived quite an adventurous life! They trusted God,
packed up, and moved when God told them to. And they did this without
knowing exactly where they were going! They followed God, and
followed God for many, many miles and for many, many years. Abraham
and Sarah didn't always make wise choices throughout their journey, but
God was faithful to keep His promises to them.

"When Abraham was 75 years old, God spoke to Abraham and made
him several promises, including these main two: God was going to make
Abraham into a great nation and God was going to bless the whole world
through Abraham. Those promises were a part of the plan God was
always working on. Abraham and Sarah didn't get to see God fulfill those
promises completely, but God kept every one. God did make Abraham’s
family into a great nation, and He did bless the world through Abraham,
because when God sent Jesus to Earth, God chose to put Jesus in
Abraham's family. And Jesus rescued the world.

“No matter what we're going through in life, we can trust God's plan

too. We're still in the middle of the story. There's still a lot of pain and
darkness in the world. But NOTHING will stop God from making good
things come out of the bad, and making everything right in the end!
Those are two of His plans. We just don't know how long we'll have to
wait to see Him work those out. But He willl He always, always has done
what He said He's going to do. The Bible says that God is working for
good in every situation we face. So no matter what, [BOTTOM LINE] you
can trust that God has a plan. And while you may not know what God is
doing, you can know this: God is always working for good in your life.”

[MAKE IT PERSONAL] Share an age-appropriate time in your life
when you were going through something difficult and had to trust
that God was working for good in it toward His good plan. Maybe
you were trying to meet a deadline, or you were in a tricky situation
and didn't know how it was going to turn out. Share how you have
seen God come through in your life and that helps you trust Him.

the meaning of the verse.

5. Say, "We're going to play ‘Super Freeze Dance,” and explain:

- When the music starts, the kids are to dance around like superheroes!
- When the music stops, you will call out a word from the Memory Verse.
- Kids are to freeze and shout out the next word of the verse.

6. Repeat starting and stopping the music until they've said the whole

verse at least once.

7. Letthe kids "celebrate" with a victory superhero pose at the end!

“Amazing job moving around like superheroes and saying the Memory
Verse! The Bible is God's Word, and it helps us learn more about God,
how God loves us, why Jesus came, and how to live life following Jesus.
The Bible teaches us what is true!

“This verse reminds us that even though we can't see God with our own
eyes, we can see what He's done, and we can trust Him because of it!
After all, God is good and everything He has done is good!

“Because God is good, His plan is always good too! There are things in
your life that might not make sense. Maybe you moved away from your
friends, or you're having a hard time with math. Remember, [BOTTOM
LINE] you can trust that God has a plan! Whatever the plan is, it is good
because God is good!”

*Finding verses

@ Guide them to open their Bibles to the front and find the table of contents. (Hold up a
Bible opened to the table of contents to show the kids what the page looks like.)

When the kids find the table of contents, lead them to find the name of the book in the list.

When they find the book, lead them to look at the page number beside it. Explain that the
number tells them on what page they can find that book. Help the kids find the page.

When they find the book, explain that the big numbers on the page are the chapter
numbers. Help them find the correct chapter.
