
ASK: Who knows the three things that WE SHOULD DO EVERY DAY to stay close to G-D?
(call on respectfully raised hands)

AGREE OR REDIRECT: that is correct, everyday we should 
#1. read the word of G-D.
#2. speak and listen with G-D through prayer.
#4....  Just kidding, just seeing if you were keeping up.
#3. be listening and watching for HIS work and opportunities.

We all agree that these three things are something we SHOULD all do! RIGHT? 
(go over them again until they agree or give compelling arguments for other things. LOL They are thinking!)

ASK: Who wants this big bag of candy? (Hold up bag of candy and prepare to be shouted off your seat)
RESUME: Because the first yeladim to do everything correctly will win it.  Today we have a word 
search based on our haftarah portion Ezekiel 36, now you are all familiar with that portion because 
you read it this week right? (may be some doubtful noises)

SAY: Now we read that everything G-D asks us to do is possible, and HE never asks the impossible 
unless HE HIMSELF is going to help us accomplish it RIGHT?  Remember that G-D always keeps HIS 
Promises!

ASK: NOW WHO Wants to win this bag of candy?  
Pass out the word search, and SAY:  Please wait to start until I say go!  All you have to do is finish this 
word search, and fill in the blanks on the other side.  The fill in is from our portion in Ezekiel. READY, 
SET, GO! (there will not be time to finish the activity in class, but the first person to return it fully 
complete -Use Ezekiel 36:16-38 to check that the work is perfect-gets the bag of candy. You may 
want to write in the top corner what order they came in, in case many come to you at once.  So you 
can verify them in order and reward the person that turns it in completed.

16The word of ADONAI came to me saying: 17“Son of man, when the ____________ of Israel lived in their own land, they 

defiled it by their way and by their deeds. Their way before Me was like the uncleanness of a woman in her niddah .  18So I 

poured out My fury on them for the blood which they had shed upon the land and because they had defiled it with their 

____________ .  19 I ____________ them among the nations, so they were dispersed through the countries. According to their 

way and their deeds I judged them.  20Wherever they went among the nations, they profaned My holy ____________ , since it 

was said about them, ‘These are the people of ADONAI, yet they had to leave His land.’  21But I had concern for My holy 

Name, which the house of Israel had profaned among the nations ____________ they went.  22“Therefore say to the house of 

Israel, thus says ADONAI Elohim: ‘I do not do this for your sake, house of Israel, but for My holy Name, which you
