DEAR PARENTS: 

We are super excited that your child is participating in Bible Drill.  Over the course of the next year your child will have the opportunity to learn the books of the Bible, the Bible divisions, 10 Key Passages and how to find them, and over 25 Bible verses and how to apply them. In addition, they will study Bible stories, Bible history, and Bible people. Your child will not accomplish this by attending class for an hour on Wednesday. Nor are they going to think memorizing and finding scripture is always fun. I know you're shocked! Ha! This is why it's critical that you work with your child at home and be a source of encouragement throughout the year. What could be more worth it?!?!

Each week we will cover 2 verses, a division of the books of the Bible and a key passage. We will have designated review weeks for a bit of a break. Every Thursday we will send a text that explains what we covered that week, so parents can work with their children at home. Our prayer is that through Bible Drill the whole family will be engaged in learning scripture. 

Your child has been given a Green Bible Drill Card, which contains all material to be learned this year. Place a card in your car, by your child’s bed, on the refrigerator, in their backpacks….

Helpful Tips:  Drive time is a perfect place to work on scripture memorization. Or get in the habit of sending kids to bed 30 minutes early.  In the past, kids have practiced bible drill with friends at school on the playground, at lunch or during free time.
