
The Believers Authority – Week 6
Using It

Luke 10:19 NKJV- Behold, I give you the authority to trample on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy, and nothing shall by any means hurt you.

We can be confident that when we step out to use this authority God’s protection is over us, He says nothing by any means shall hurt us. 

James 1:22-25 NKJV- But be doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving yourselves. 23 For if anyone is a hearer of the word and not a doer, he is like a man observing his natural face in a mirror; 24 for he observes himself, goes away, and immediately forgets what kind of man he was. 25 But he who looks into the perfect law of liberty and continues in it and is not a forgetful hearer but a doer of the work, this one will be blessed in what he does.

In relation to this class, we aren’t to just be hearers about authority……. But USE our authority!

Authority unused is the same as authority unknown, don’t just learn it, walk in it.

Let’s look at a perfect example of this authority being used.

Mark 4:35 NKJV - On the same day, when evening had come, He said to them, “Let us cross over to the other side.

Jesus came with a purpose, and He did what His Father told Him to do.  

Mark 4:36-41 NKJV - Now when they had left the multitude, they took Him along in the boat as He was. And other little boats were also with Him. And a great windstorm arose, and the waves beat into the boat, so that it was already filling. But He was in the stern, asleep on a pillow. And they awoke Him and said to Him, “Teacher, do You not care that we are perishing?” Then He arose and rebuked the wind, and said to the sea, “Peace, be still!” And the wind ceased and there was a great calm. But He said to them, “Why are you so fearful? How is it that you have no faith?”

And they feared exceedingly, and said to one another, “Who can this be, that even the wind and the sea obey Him!

Jesus took His authority over the storm and commanded it to be still.  And the storm obeyed. 

Mark 4:41 MEV - “They feared greatly and said to one another, “What kind of Man is He, that even the wind and the sea obey Him?

What kind of man is this? This is a man, anointed by the Holy Spirit, who knew He had authority and knew how to use it!!!

Mark 5:13 MEV - At once, Jesus gave them leave. Then the unclean spirits came out and entered the swine. And the herd, numbering about two thousand, ran wildly down a steep hill into the sea and were drowned in the sea.

Jesus, operating as a man, empowered and anointed by the Holy Spirit, using the authority He had been given, cast out 2,000 demons at one time.  

Would we be able to do the same thing today? 

You and I have this same authority!! 

Fear keeps people from acting on that authority, because of a lack of faith.  

Matthew 28:18-20 MEV - “Then Jesus came and spoke to them, saying, “All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth. Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all things I have commanded you. And remember, I am with you always, even to the end of the age.” Amen.”

Jesus has been given authority.  Now let’s look at Mark’s account and we will begin to see the full picture.

Mark 16:15-18 MEV - “He said to them, “Go into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature. He who believes and is baptized will be saved. But he who does not believe will be condemned. These signs will accompany those who believe: In My name they will cast out demons; they will speak with new tongues; they will take up serpents; if they drink any deadly thing, it will not hurt them; they will lay hands on the sick, and they will recover.”

Jesus was delegating that authority to His disciples.  He is delegating that authority to us. He said IN MY NAME go do these things. 

The more you exercise your authority, the more confident, bold, and effective you become in walking out who you already are in Christ.

Nowhere in the NT does the Bible say God is going to do something about the devil.  

Use your authority the way Jesus did, rebuke anything and everything that doesn’t line up with God’s Word and His promises for your life.  Take your authority in Jesus name and tell it to go.  

Let’s look at the only area down here on earth we DON’T have authority
Mark 6:1-6 MEV - “He went away from there and came into His own country. And His disciples followed Him. When the Sabbath came, He began to teach in the synagogue. And many hearing Him were astonished, saying, “Where did this Man get this? What is this wisdom that is given Him, that even miracles are done by His hands? Is this not the carpenter, the Son of Mary and the brother of James and Joseph and Judas and Simon? Are not His sisters here with us?” And they took offense at Him. Jesus said to them, “A prophet is not without honor, except in his own country, and among his own relatives, and in his own house.” He could not do any miracles there, except that He laid His hands on a few sick people and healed them. And He was amazed because of their unbelief. Then He went to the surrounding villages, teaching.”

No mighty miracles happening there.  There was something hindering the anointing, what was it?  The unbelief of the people.  (Teaching is the cure for unbelief) 

God has given us free will. Even though we have authority over the enemy and overpower of the enemy, we cannot use our authority to override someone else’s free will.

Jesus did not have authority over people.  You don’t either.  We all have a free will.

The authority given to Adam and Eve was for the entire earth, animals, but not authority over each other.  

You have authority over the devil, demons, sickness, disease, poverty lack…. But you don’t have authority over other people!  You don’t have authority over their free will.

What does it look like to use our authority in our own lives?  Let’s look at just a few examples:

• When sickness hits your home → you speak to it and command it to leave.
• When fear hits your mind → you tell it to go in Jesus’ name.
• When anxiety shows up → you take authority over it instead of accepting it.
• When the enemy attacks your kids → you stand and command the enemy off your family.
This is what authority in action looks like.”
Mark 11:23–25 NLT- But when you are praying, first forgive anyone you are holding a grudge against, so that your Father in heaven will forgive your sins, too.
Unforgiveness is a like a heart clogger. It is pollution and will pollute your thoughts, your emotions, your confidence, your ability to hear God clearly and your boldness.
The authority we have is Jesus’s. You can’t operate in Jesus’ authority if you refuse to walk in Jesus’ heart. When we pray or go to use our authority it should always be in alignment with Him.
Revelation 12:10 NKJV- Then I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, “Now salvation, and strength, and the kingdom of our God, and the power of His Christ have come, for the accuser of our brethren, who accused them before our God Day and night, has been cast down.

Accuser= An opponent in a lawsuit. Someone who brings charges or legal claims against one. 

Advocate= One who pleads the cause of another. One who defends or maintains a cause or proposal 

Jesus is our advocate.

1 John 2:1 NLT- My dear children, I am writing this to you so that you will not sin. But if anyone does sin, we have an advocate who pleads our case before the Father. He is Jesus Christ, the one who is truly righteous.
This is why walking in love and forgiveness is so important.
Unforgiveness opens a legal door. It gives the enemy access to build a case against us. 
Matthew 18:33-34 NKJV- Should you not also have had compassion on your fellow servant, just as I had pity on you?’ And his master was angry and delivered him to the torturers until he should pay all that was due to him.
God gives us these benefits so that we will use them. Authority is one of these benefits, it belongs to us.

A benefit does you know good, if you don’t use it. This goes back to us being a doer of the word and that’s where the blessings are. We need to not just know but do.

God would not give us something that he did not want or did not expect us to use. 
We need to take full advantage of all the benefits of being In Christ. We need to take full advantage of the authority that has been given to us.

This authority came at a cost. Jesus gave it all for us. He paid the ultimate price so that we could live a victorious life. He showed us the way; He showed us how to use this authority.
