The Believer’s Authority Week 2
Position and Relationship

Ephesians 6:12 NKJV- For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this age, against spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly places.

Matthew 18:18 MEV- I tell you the truth, the things you don't allow on earth will be the things God does not allow. And the things you allow on earth will be the things that God allows".

1 Corinthians 2:10 NLT But it was to us that God revealed these things by his Spirit. For his Spirit searches out everything and shows us God’s deep secrets.

2 Corinthians 2:16 NKJV- For “who has known the mind of the LORD that he may instruct Him?” But we have the mind of Christ.

We have the mind of Christ. We can know God’s will.

Authority defined: The very definition of authority is the power or right to give orders, make decisions, and enforce obedience.

Power defined: ability, strength, force

Authority comes from position and relationship.
Genesis 1:26-28 NKJV-  Then God said, “Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness; let them have dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air, and over the cattle, over all the earth and over every creeping thing that creeps on the earth.” 27 So God created man in His own image; in the image of God He created him; male and female He created them. 28 Then God blessed them, and God said to them, “Be fruitful and multiply; fill the earth and subdue it; have dominion over the fish of the sea, over the birds of the air, and over every living thing that moves on the earth.”.
In the beginning, mankind was given identity, blessings, authority, and purpose.

Ephesians 1:3-6 NKJV-   Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places in Christ, 4 just as He chose us in Him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and without blame before Him in love, 5 having predestined us to adoption as sons by Jesus Christ to Himself, according to the good pleasure of His will, 6 to the praise of the glory of His grace, by which He made us accepted in the Beloved.

Position- In heavenly places in Christ. We are in Christ
Relationship- We are sons and daughters of God. Adopted into the family. Co-heirs with Christ.

Ephesians 2:4-6 “ But God, who is rich in mercy, because of His great love with which He loved us, even when we were dead in trespasses, made us alive together with Christ (by grace you have been saved), and raised us up together, and made us sit together in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus,” 

As long as we see ourselves in our human/earthly/carnal identity the level of authority we choose to walk in and operate in will be limited because we are in opposition to God.

Ephesians 4:22-24 ESV- to put off your old self, which belongs to your former manner of life and is corrupt through deceitful desires, 23 and to be renewed in the spirit of your minds, 24 and to put on the new self, created after the likeness of God in true righteousness and holiness.

We need a revelation of the relationship we now have with God which started with a new identity!

2 Corinthians 5:16 NKJV- Therefore, from now on, we regard no one according to the flesh. Even though we have known Christ according to the flesh, yet now we know Him thus no longer.

Regard = to turn the eyes, the mind, the attention to; pay attention to or observe

God is not looking at us as our former selves, he sees us how we are now being seated in heavenly places with Christ. 

When you don’t see yourself the way that God sees you, you will struggle with unbelief in your position which will make it challenging for you to implement your authority. 

Proverbs 23:7 NKJV- “for as he thinks in his heart, so is he…”
Our thought life shapes how we see ourselves and therefore how we walk in the authority God has given us.
Hebrews 4:16 MEV- Let us then come with confidence to the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy and find grace to help in time of need. 
Authority begins in the heart and mind. The way you think about yourself in Christ determines how you walk out your authority as a believer. 

Authority is exercised when we align our thoughts with God’s Word and our true identity in Christ. 

Romans 12:2 NLT- Don’t copy the behavior and customs of this world, but let God transform you into a new person by changing the way you think. Then you will learn to know God’s will for you, which is good and pleasing and perfect.

God operates through us when our hearts and minds are on Him. The enemy tries to hinder God through our thoughts.

No days off. 

Transformation is a process. God’s word and revelation of his word is what transforms us and the more we renew our minds to it and get it in our hearts the more and more we will align with the Word and walk in our true identity and authority in Christ.

2 Corinthians 10:5 NKJV- Casting down arguments and every high thing that exalts itself against the knowledge of God, bringing every thought into captivity to the obedience of Christ,

Hosea 4:6 NKJV- My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge.

If we don’t know what our authority is and what we have authority over, we can’t use it.
Ephesians 1:18-23- NKJV- the eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that you may know what is the hope of His calling, what are the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints, 19 and what is the exceeding greatness of His power toward us who believe, according to the working of His mighty power 20 which He worked in Christ when He raised Him from the dead and seated Him at His right hand in the heavenly places, 21 far above all principality and power and might and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this age but also in that which is to come.
22 And He put all things under His feet and gave Him to be head over all things to the church, 23 which is His body, the fullness of Him who fills all in all.
Jesus has been seated far above EVERYTHING. We have been seated WITH Him!

Psalm 110:1 NKJV- The Lord said to my Lord, “Sit at My right hand, Till I make Your enemies Your footstool.

Philippians 2:9-10 NKV- Therefore God also has highly exalted Him and given Him the name which is above every name, that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those in heaven, and of those on earth, and of those under the earth,

Jesus was highly exalted and given the name above every other name. This name belongs to us! 

Exalted- placed at a high or powerful level; held in high regard.

1 John 4:16-17 NKJV- And we have known and believed the love that God has for us. God is love, and he who abides in love abides in God, and God in him. Love has been perfected among us in this: that we may have boldness in the day of judgment; because as He is, so are we in this world.

We can live confidently that we are fully loved and positioned in Christ, and can boldly exercise authority, because as He is, so are you in this world.”

John 14:10-11 “Do you not believe that I am in the Father and the Father is in Me? The words that I say to you I do not speak on My own authority. But the Father who lives in Me does the works. Believe Me that I am in the Father, and the Father is in Me. Or else believe Me on account of the works themselves.”

Jesus did not speak from His own authority but from the Father who dwelt within Him.


John 14:12 “Most assuredly, I say to you, he who believes in Me, the works that I do he will do also; and greater works than these he will do, because I go to My Father.”

Our authority is a continuation of Jesus’ ministry on earth — His mission didn’t stop when he ascended; it expanded through us.

We are co-heirs with Christ! Romans 8:17 & Galatians 4:7

John 14:20-21 “At that day you will know that I am in My Father, and you in Me, and I in you. He who has My commandments and keeps them, it is he who loves Me. And he who loves Me will be loved by My Father, and I will love him and manifest Myself to him.”

We are not just followers of Jesus from the outside. We are in Him and He in us.

The more we understand that Christ lives in us and where that positions us, the bolder and freer we walk in the authority He has given us.
