The Holy Spirit Leads Us

Romans 8:14 NKJV “For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, these are sons of God.”

God’s leadership in our lives distinguishes us as children of God.
Isaiah 48:17 NET “This is what the Lord, your Protector, says, the Holy One of Israel: “I am the Lord your God, who teaches you how to succeed, who leads you in the way you should go.”

When we don’t submit to God’s leadership, we don’t have what it takes to be effective for His kingdom.
Jeremiah 10:23 NKJV

God has prepared to lead us.
Psalm 37:23 NKJV
Ordered: to be established, be prepared; literally – fix, apply, figuratively – appoint, render sure, proper or prosperous

The Holy Spirit Guides Us

John 16:13 NKJV “However, when He, the Spirit of truth, has come, He will guide you into all truth; for He will not speak on His own authority, but whatever He hears He will speak; and He will tell you things to come.”

The Holy Spirit will show us the truth about everything.
Guide means to lead or direct in a way; to conduct in a course or path; as, to guide a traveler, who is not acquainted with the road or course; to direct; to order; to influence; to give direction to; to instruct and direct; to regulate and manage; to superintend

Knowing the truth changes how we live.
Ephesians 4:14 NKJV

The Holy Spirit will tell us what to expect.
Ephesians 2:10 NKJV


When we hear God’s word, as revealed by the Holy Spirit, it lights up the direction God wants us to take.
Psalm 119:105 NKJV

Hearing the Holy Spirit

Galatians 5:22-25 NKJV “But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control. Against such there is no law. And those who are Christ’s have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires. If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit.

The Holy Spirit sounds like the fruit He produces.  He cannot go against His nature.

Vines defines having crucified the flesh as (metaphorically) “the putting off of the flesh with its passions and lusts, a condition fulfilled in the case of those who are of Christ Jesus”

We must set our minds on the things of Christ to live and walk in the Spirit.  
Romans 8:5 NKJV 

Colossians 3:1-2 NKJV 

The Holy Spirit is our Power and our Ability

John 14:26 AMPC “But the Comforter (Counselor, Helper, Intercessor, Advocate, Strengthener, Standby), the Holy Spirit, Whom the Father will send in My name [in My place, to represent Me and act on My behalf], He will teach you all things. And He will cause you to recall (will remind you of, bring to your remembrance) everything I have told you.”

The Christian life is impossible without the Holy Spirit. Our effectiveness for His kingdom is limited if we don’t have His power to draw on.
“Name” is the Greek word onoma and is used here to represent the authority of Christ (as substantiated by the Father)

Receiving the Holy Spirit at salvation is different than receiving the Holy Spirit’s power to be God’s witnesses. They are two separate experiences.
John 20:22 NKJV

Luke 24:49 NKJV

Acts 1:8 NKJV

After salvation, the disciples still needed the power to be witnesses all the way to the ends of the earth.
Acts 2:1-4 NKJV

Luke 24:49 NKJV
Power or dynamis is defined as a) “ability or able”: “power, ability”, (physical or moral power and ability as residing in a person) and b) “power in action”. It comes from the root word dynamai meaning to be able or possible, to be able, to have power.
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
