DRIVEN: WHAT’S INSIDE MATTERS MOST:  Since the 
very beginning, God has been faithful and true.

REMEMBER THIS: “Anyone who lives without blame walks safely. But anyone 
who takes a crooked path will get caught.”

SUPER KIDS:  This month our preschoolers to are 
learning that God can help me be brave—God-
brave. What is God-brave? It’s the kind of brave that
