ACTIVITY 
 
WHAT YOU NEED: 

- White paper 
- Coloring supplies 

 
WHAT YOU DO: 

- Ask, “Do you know what it means to share the gospel?”  
- Explain that sharing the gospel means telling 

others the good news about Jesus and how He 
came to rescue them too!  

- Point out that it is important to TELL people about 
Jesus, but it’s also important to SHOW the love of Jesus 
in many other ways, through words, actions, and 
kindness.  

- Invite your preteen to think about ways they can teach 
others about Jesus this week.  

- To prompt your preteen’s thinking, share ideas 
like: helping someone, reminding them that God 
is with them, or praying for a friend.  

- Give your preteen a sheet of paper and set out the 
coloring supplies in the middle of the circle.  

- Invite your preteen to draw a picture representing how 
they can show others the love of Jesus this week!  

- Encourage your preteen to color their pictures, adding 
symbols or words that show love, sharing, and 
spreading the gospel.  

- Ask questions about the art, such as: “What part of your 
picture represents you showing or telling others about 
the love of Jesus?”   

 
WHAT YOU SAY: 

-  “Thank you for sharing! We get to help others discover 
the love of Jesus, not just by telling them about Jesus, 
but by SHOWING them Jesus through the way we treat 
them—with kindness and care, like when we encourage 
a friend who had a hard day or help a classmate who 
dropped their books. Your artwork shows there are 
many different ways that you can (Bottom Line) teach 
one another through your actions every day!”
