BEST USE

An activity for family members to discover one
another’s faith story.

VALUE

Helps family members learn more about the faith
experience of a parent, a grandparent, a teen, or
other relative.

ADVANCED PREP

Agree upon a time to get together in a place that will
lend itself to sharing personal information regarding
your story of faith. (Examples - Go to a coffee shop,
favorite dessert place or on a long drive together.)
Use the questions provided to interview your family
member or take turns interviewing one another.
