Our annual Winter Camp is coming! This is always a
weekend to remember. We have time to hang out, grow
in community, and see lives changed. For this camp, we
spend the weekend at Quaker Hill Camp in beautiful
McCall, ID and have a blast learning, playing, and eating
together. This is one of the best experiences we put on all
year, and we would love to have your student join us. 



Arrangements: Our students will stay in dorms at Quaker Hill. Guys
and Girls will be in separate areas, and adult leaders will serve as
counselors/leaders in the dorms.

Dates and Times: Winter Camp runs January 19th through 21st, 2024.
We will meet at ECC Central Valley at 4:00 PM (Jan 19) so we can get
out of here by 5 PM! Please plan on arriving at 4:00 for check-in. We
will return on Sunday (Jan 21) at 4:30 PM to the ECC Central Valley
parking lot. 

Cost: $150 for those registered by December 31st. $200 for those
registered in the new year. There is a $50 non-refundable deposit
due with each sign up.

Registration: To register for camp, you need to do two things: 
(1) register online at eaglechristianchurch.com/wintercamp. This
year the medical release form is a part of the online registration
form, so no need to fill out one of those pesky paper forms.
(2) Pay the $50 deposit. This can be done easily as a part of the
online registration, or if you prefer cash or check it can be delivered
to the ECC offices or a staff member. 



Medications: All medications will be turned into the camp nurse at
registration on Friday, and returned back to the parent or student
upon arrival back at ECC on Sunday. The camp nurse will administer
any recurring medications throughout the weekend.

Transportation: We will be taking coach buses to McCall. If you need
to make arrangements to arrive late or leave early, please contact a
member of the ECC Students Team in advance. Unless arrangements
have been made, students are not permitted to drive their vehicles
to Winter Camp. 

Meals: Quaker Hill will provide three meals on Saturday and two
meals on Sunday. We will serve students dinner before leaving ECC
Central Valley on Friday. We will allow students to bring extra
snacks provided they are picking up trash and keeping it tidy. If you
have allergy concerns, please note it on the registration form or
reach out to a staff person.
