Fasting 
Fasting serves as a chance for you to deepen your connection with God 

through extended periods of prayer. By willingly abstaining from certain 

foods, you engage in an act of worship and submission to the Lord. 

Regardless of the type of fast you choose during this time, the overarching 

goal is to draw closer to God and seek His guidance through dedicated 

prayer.  
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DAY ONE  

Jesus Turns Water Into Wine 

“On the third day a wedding took place at Cana in Galilee. Jesus’ mother was there, 2 

and Jesus and his disciples had also been invited to the wedding. 3 When the wine 

was gone, Jesus’ mother said to him, “They have no more wine.” 4 “Woman, why do 

you involve me?” Jesus replied. “My hour has not yet come.” 5 His mother said to the 

servants, “Do whatever he tells you.” 6 Nearby stood six stone water jars, the kind 

used by the Jews for ceremonial washing, each holding from twenty to thirty gallons. 

7 Jesus said to the servants, “Fill the jars with water”; so they filled them to the brim. 8 

Then he told them, “Now draw some out and take it to the master of the banquet.” 

They did so, 9 and the master of the banquet tasted the water that had been turned 

into wine. He did not realize where it had come from, though the servants who had 

drawn the water knew. Then he called the bridegroom aside 10 and said, “Everyone 

brings out the choice wine first and then the cheaper wine after the guests have had 

too much to drink; but you have saved the best till now.” 11 What Jesus did here in 

Cana of Galilee was the first of the signs through which he revealed his glory; and his 

disciples believed in him.” John 2:1-11  
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DAY TWO  

Jesus Heals an Official’s Son at Capernaum 

“Once more he visited Cana in Galilee, where he had turned the water into 

wine. And there was a certain royal official whose son lay sick at 

Capernaum. 47 When this man heard that Jesus had arrived in Galilee 

from Judea, he went to him and begged him to come and heal his son, 

who was close to death. 48 “Unless you people see signs and wonders,” 

Jesus told him, “you will never believe.” 49 The royal official said, “Sir, 

come down before my child dies.” 50 “Go,” Jesus replied, “your son will 

live.”The man took Jesus at his word and departed. 51 While he was still 

on the way, his servants met him with the news that his boy was living. 52 

When he inquired as to the time when his son got better, they said to him, 

“Yesterday, at one in the afternoon, the fever left him.” 53 Then the father 

realized that this was the exact time at which Jesus had said to him, “Your 

son will live.” So he and his whole household believed. 54 This was the 

second sign Jesus performed after coming from Judea to Galilee.” John 

4:46-54 
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DAY THREE  

JESUS HEALS PETER’S MOTHER-IN-LAW 

“38 Jesus left the synagogue and went to the home of Simon. Now 

Simon’s mother-in-law was suffering from a high fever, and they asked 

Jesus to help her. 39 So he bent over her and rebuked the fever, and it left 

her. She got up at once and began to wait on them.” Luke 4:38-40  
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DAY FOUR 

First Miraculous Catch of Fish 

“One day as Jesus was standing by the Lake of Gennesaret, the people were 

crowding around him and listening to the word of God. 2 He saw at the water’s edge 

two boats, left there by the fishermen, who were washing their nets. 3 He got into one 

of the boats, the one belonging to Simon, and asked him to put out a little from 

shore. Then he sat down and taught the people from the boat. 4 When he had 

finished speaking, he said to Simon, “Put out into deep water, and let down the nets 

for a catch.” 5 Simon answered, “Master, we’ve worked hard all night and haven’t 

caught anything. But because you say so, I will let down the nets.” 6 When they had 

done so, they caught such a large number of fish that their nets began to break. 7 So 

they signaled their partners in the other boat to come and help them, and they came 

and filled both boats so full that they began to sink. 8 When Simon Peter saw this, he 

fell at Jesus’ knees and said, “Go away from me, Lord; I am a sinful man!” 9 For he 

and all his companions were astonished at the catch of fish they had taken, 10 and so 

were James and John, the sons of Zebedee, Simon’s partners. Then Jesus said to 

Simon, “Don’t be afraid; from now on you will fish for people.” 11 So they pulled their 

boats up on shore, left everything and followed him.” Luke 5:1-11 
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DAY FIVE 

Jesus Cleanses a Man with Leprosy 

“12 While Jesus was in one of the towns, a man came along who was covered with 

leprosy. [a] When he saw Jesus, he fell with his face to the ground and begged him, 

“Lord, if you are willing, you can make me clean.” 13 Jesus reached out his hand and 

touched the man. “I am willing,” he said. “Be clean!” And immediately the leprosy left 

him. 14 Then Jesus ordered him, “Don’t tell anyone, but go, show yourself to the 

priest and offer the sacrifices that Moses commanded for your cleansing, as a 

testimony to them.” Luke 5:12-14 
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DAY SIX 

JESUS HEALS A PARALYTIC 

“17 One day Jesus was teaching, and Pharisees and teachers of the law were sitting 

there. They had come from every village of Galilee and from Judea and Jerusalem. 

And the power of the Lord was with Jesus to heal the sick. 18 Some men came 

carrying a paralyzed man on a mat and tried to take him into the house to lay him 

before Jesus. 19 When they could not find a way to do this because of the crowd, 

they went up on the roof and lowered him on his mat through the tiles into the 

middle of the crowd, right in front of Jesus. 20 When Jesus saw their faith, he said, 

“Friend, your sins are forgiven.” 21 The Pharisees and the teachers of the law began 

thinking to themselves, “Who is this fellow who speaks blasphemy? Who can forgive 

sins but God alone?” 22 Jesus knew what they were thinking and asked, “Why are you 

thinking these things in your hearts? 23 Which is easier: to say, ‘Your sins are 

forgiven,’ or to say, ‘Get up and walk’? 24 But I want you to know that the Son of Man 

has authority on earth to forgive sins.” So he said to the paralyzed man, “I tell you, get 

up, take your mat and go home.” 25 Immediately he stood up in front of them, took 

what he had been lying on and went home praising God. 26 Everyone was amazed 

and gave praise to God. They were filled with awe and said, “We have seen 

remarkable things today.” Luke 5:17-26 
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DAY SEVEN 

Jesus Heals a Man’s Withered Hand on the Sabbath  

“6 On another Sabbath he went into the synagogue and was teaching, and 

a man was there whose right hand was shriveled. 7 The Pharisees and the 

teachers of the law were looking for a reason to accuse Jesus, so they 

watched him closely to see if he would heal on the Sabbath. 8 But Jesus 

knew what they were thinking and said to the man with the shriveled hand, 

“Get up and stand in front of everyone.” So he got up and stood there. 9 

Then Jesus said to them, “I ask you, which is lawful on the Sabbath: to do 

good or to do evil, to save life or to destroy it?” 10 He looked around at 

them all, and then said to the man, “Stretch out your hand.” He did so, and 

his hand was completely restored. 11 But the Pharisees and the teachers of 

the law were furious and began to discuss with one another what they 

might do to Jesus.” Luke 6:6-11 
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DAY EIGHT  

Jesus Raises a Widow’s Son From the Dead  

“11 Soon afterward, Jesus went to a town called Nain, and his disciples 

and a large crowd went along with him. 12 As he approached the town 

gate, a dead person was being carried out—the only son of his mother, and 

she was a widow. And a large crowd from the town was with her. 13 When 

the Lord saw her, his heart went out to her and he said, “Don’t cry.” 14 

Then he went up and touched the bier they were carrying him on, and the 

bearers stood still. He said, “Young man, I say to you, get up!” 15 The dead 

man sat up and began to talk, and Jesus gave him back to his mother. 16 

They were all filled with awe and praised God. “A great prophet has 

appeared among us,” they said. “God has come to help his people.” 17 

This news about Jesus spread throughout Judea and the surrounding 

country.”

DAY NINE 

Jesus Calms a Storm on the Sea 

“22 One day Jesus said to his disciples, “Let us go over to the other side of 

the lake.” So they got into a boat and set out. 23 As they sailed, he fell 

asleep. A squall came down on the lake, so that the boat was being 

swamped, and they were in great danger. 24 The disciples went and woke 

him, saying, “Master, Master, we’re going to drown!” He got up and 

rebuked the wind and the raging waters; the storm subsided, and all was 

calm. 25 “Where is your faith?” he asked his disciples. In fear and 

amazement they asked one another, “Who is this? He commands even the 

winds and the water, and they obey him.” Luke 8:22-25 
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DAY TEN 

Jesus Heals a Woman in the Crowd 

“42 As Jesus was on his way, the crowds almost crushed him. 43 And a 

woman was there who had been subject to bleeding for twelve years,[a] 

but no one could heal her. 44 She came up behind him and touched the 

edge of his cloak, and immediately her bleeding stopped. 45 “Who 

touched me?” Jesus asked. When they all denied it, Peter said, “Master, 

the people are crowding and pressing against you.” 46 But Jesus said, 

“Someone touched me; I know that power has gone out from me.” 47 

Then the woman, seeing that she could not go unnoticed, came trembling 

and fell at his feet. In the presence of all the people, she told why she had 

touched him and how she had been instantly healed. 48 Then he said to 

her, “Daughter, your faith has healed you. Go in peace.” Luke 8:42-48 
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DAY ELEVEN 

Jesus Raises Jairus’ Daughter Back To Life 

“49 While Jesus was still speaking, someone came from the house of 

Jairus, the synagogue leader. “Your daughter is dead,” he said. “Don’t 

bother the teacher anymore.” 50 Hearing this, Jesus said to Jairus, “Don’t 

be afraid; just believe, and she will be healed.” 51 When he arrived at the 

house of Jairus, he did not let anyone go in with him except Peter, John 

and James, and the child’s father and mother. 52 Meanwhile, all the 

people were wailing and mourning for her. “Stop wailing,” Jesus said. “She 

is not dead but asleep.” 53 They laughed at him, knowing that she was 

dead. 54 But he took her by the hand and said, “My child, get up!” 55 Her 

spirit returned, and at once she stood up. Then Jesus told them to give her 

something to eat. 56 Her parents were astonished, but he ordered them 

not to tell anyone what had happened.” Luke 8:49-56 
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DAY TWELVE 

Jesus Heals an Invalid at Bethesda 

“Some time later, Jesus went up to Jerusalem for one of the Jewish festivals. 2 Now 

there is in Jerusalem near the Sheep Gate a pool, which in Aramaic is called Bethesda 

and which is surrounded by five covered colonnades. 3 Here a great number of 

disabled people used to lie—the blind, the lame, the paralyzed. 5 One who was there 

had been an invalid for thirty-eight years. 6 When Jesus saw him lying there and 

learned that he had been in this condition for a long time, he asked him, “Do you 

want to get well?” 7 “Sir,” the invalid replied, “I have no one to help me into the pool 

when the water is stirred. While I am trying to get in, someone else goes down ahead 

of me.” 8 Then Jesus said to him, “Get up! Pick up your mat and walk.” 9 At once the 

man was cured; he picked up his mat and walked. The day on which this took place 

was a Sabbath, 10 and so the Jewish leaders said to the man who had been healed, 

“It is the Sabbath; the law forbids you to carry your mat.” 11 But he replied, “The man 

who made me well said to me, ‘Pick up your mat and walk.’” 12 So they asked him, 

“Who is this fellow who told you to pick it up and walk?” 13 The man who was healed 

had no idea who it was, for Jesus had slipped away into the crowd that was there. 14 

Later Jesus found him at the temple and said to him, “See, you are well again. Stop 

sinning or something worse may happen to you.” 15 The man went away and told the 

Jewish leaders that it was Jesus who had made him well.”  John 5:1-15  
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DAY THIRTEEN 

Jesus Feeds the 5,000 

“13 When Jesus heard what had happened, he withdrew by boat privately 

to a solitary place. Hearing of this, the crowds followed him on foot from 

the towns. 14 When Jesus landed and saw a large crowd, he had 

compassion on them and healed their sick. 15 As evening approached, the 

disciples came to him and said, “This is a remote place, and it’s already 

getting late. Send the crowds away, so they can go to the villages and buy 

themselves some food.” 16 Jesus replied, “They do not need to go away. 

You give them something to eat.” 17 “We have here only five loaves of 

bread and two fish,” they answered. 18 “Bring them here to me,” he said. 

19 And he directed the people to sit down on the grass. Taking the five 

loaves and the two fish and looking up to heaven, he gave thanks and 

broke the loaves. Then he gave them to the disciples, and the disciples 

gave them to the people. 20 They all ate and were satisfied, and the 

disciples picked up twelve basketfuls of broken pieces that were left over. 

21 The number of those who ate was about five thousand men, besides 

women and children.” Matthew 14:13-21 
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DAY FOURTEEN 

Jesus Walks on the Water  

“22 Immediately Jesus made the disciples get into the boat and go on ahead of him 

to the other side, while he dismissed the crowd. 23 After he had dismissed them, he 

went up on a mountainside by himself to pray. Later that night, he was there alone, 24 

and the boat was already a considerable distance from land, buffeted by the waves 

because the wind was against it. 25 Shortly before dawn Jesus went out to them, 

walking on the lake. 26 When the disciples saw him walking on the lake, they were 

terrified. “It’s a ghost,” they said, and cried out in fear. 27 But Jesus immediately said 

to them: “Take courage! It is I. Don’t be afraid.” 28 “Lord, if it’s you,” Peter replied, “tell 

me to come to you on the water.” 29 “Come,” he said. Then Peter got down out of the 

boat, walked on the water and came toward Jesus. 30 But when he saw the wind, he 

was afraid and, beginning to sink, cried out, “Lord, save me!” 31 Immediately Jesus 

reached out his hand and caught him. “You of little faith,” he said, “why did you 

doubt?” 32 And when they climbed into the boat, the wind died down. 33 Then those 

who were in the boat worshiped him, saying, “Truly you are the Son of God.” Matthew 

14:22-33 
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DAY FIFTEEN 

Jesus Heals a Gentile Woman’s Daughter 

“24 Jesus left that place and went to the vicinity of Tyre.[a] He entered a 

house and did not want anyone to know it; yet he could not keep his 

presence secret. 25 In fact, as soon as she heard about him, a woman 

whose little daughter was possessed by an impure spirit came and fell at 

his feet. 26 The woman was a Greek, born in Syrian Phoenicia. She begged 

Jesus to drive the demon out of her daughter. 27 “First let the children eat 

all they want,” he told her, “for it is not right to take the children’s bread 

and toss it to the dogs.” 28 “Lord,” she replied, “even the dogs under the 

table eat the children’s crumbs.” 29 Then he told her, “For such a reply, 

you may go; the demon has left your daughter.” 30 She went home and 

found her child lying on the bed, and the demon gone.” Mark 7:24-30 
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DAY SIXTEEN 

Jesus Heals a Blind Man 

“As he went along, he saw a man blind from birth. 2 His disciples asked him, “Rabbi, 

who sinned, this man or his parents, that he was born blind?” 3 “Neither this man nor 

his parents sinned,” said Jesus, “but this happened so that the works of God might be 

displayed in him. 4 As long as it is day, we must do the works of him who sent me. 

Night is coming, when no one can work. 5 While I am in the world, I am the light of 

the world.” 6 After saying this, he spit on the ground, made some mud with the saliva, 

and put it on the man’s eyes. 7 “Go,” he told him, “wash in the Pool of Siloam” (this 

word means “Sent”). So the man went and washed, and came home seeing. 8 His 

neighbors and those who had formerly seen him begging asked, “Isn’t this the same 

man who used to sit and beg?” 9 Some claimed that he was. Others said, “No, he 

only looks like him.” But he himself insisted, “I am the man.” 10 “How then were your 

eyes opened?” they asked. 11 He replied, “The man they call Jesus made some mud 

and put it on my eyes. He told me to go to Siloam and wash. So I went and washed, 

and then I could see.” 12 “Where is this man?” they asked him.“I don’t know,” he 

said.” John 9:1-12 
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DAY SEVENTEEN 

Miraculous Temple Tax in a Fish’s Mouth 

“24 After Jesus and his disciples arrived in Capernaum, the collectors of 

the two-drachma temple tax came to Peter and asked, “Doesn’t your 

teacher pay the temple tax?” 25 “Yes, he does,” he replied. When Peter 

came into the house, Jesus was the first to speak. “What do you think, 

Simon?” he asked. “From whom do the kings of the earth collect duty and 

taxes— from their own children or from others?” 26 “From others,” Peter 

answered. “Then the children are exempt,” Jesus said to him. 27 “But so 

that we may not cause offense, go to the lake and throw out your line. Take 

the first fish you catch; open its mouth and you will find a fourdrachma 

coin. Take it and give it to them for my tax and yours.” Matthew 17:24-27 
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DAY EIGHTEEN 

Jesus Cleanses Ten Lepers 

“11 Now on his way to Jerusalem, Jesus traveled along the border 

between Samaria and Galilee. 12 As he was going into a village, ten men 

who had leprosy[a] met him. They stood at a distance 13 and called out in 

a loud voice, “Jesus, Master, have pity on us!” 14 When he saw them, he 

said, “Go, show yourselves to the priests.” And as they went, they were 

cleansed. 15 One of them, when he saw he was healed, came back, 

praising God in a loud voice. 16 He threw himself at Jesus’ feet and 

thanked him—and he was a Samaritan. 17 Jesus asked, “Were not all ten 

cleansed? Where are the other nine? 18 Has no one returned to give 

praise to God except this foreigner?” 19 Then he said to him, “Rise and go; 

your faith has made you well.” Luke 17:11-19 
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DAY NINETEEN 

Jesus Raises Lazarus From the Dead 

“38 Jesus, once more deeply moved, came to the tomb. It was a cave with 

a stone laid across the entrance. 39 “Take away the stone,” he said. “But, 

Lord,” said Martha, the sister of the dead man, “by this time there is a bad 

odor, for he has been there four days.” 40 Then Jesus said, “Did I not tell 

you that if you believe, you will see the glory of God?” 41 So they took 

away the stone. Then Jesus looked up and said, “Father, I thank you that 

you have heard me. 42 I knew that you always hear me, but I said this for 

the benefit of the people standing here, that they may believe that you 

sent me.” 43 When he had said this, Jesus called in a loud voice, “Lazarus, 

come out!” 44 The dead man came out, his hands and feet wrapped with 

strips of linen, and a cloth around his face. Jesus said to them, “Take off the 

grave clothes and let him go.” John 11:38-44 
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DAY TWENTY 

Jesus Curses the Fig Tree 

“12 The next day as they were leaving Bethany, Jesus was hungry. 13 

Seeing in the distance a fig tree in leaf, he went to find out if it had any 

fruit. When he reached it, he found nothing but leaves, because it was not 

the season for figs. 14 Then he said to the tree, “May no one ever eat fruit 

from you again.” And his disciples heard him say it.” Mark 11:12-14 
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DAY TWENTY-ONE 

Jesus Heals a Servant’s Severed Ear 

“47 While he was still speaking a crowd came up, and the man who was 

called Judas, one of the Twelve, was leading them. He approached Jesus 

to kiss him, 48 but Jesus asked him, “Judas, are you betraying the Son of 

Man with a kiss?”49 When Jesus’ followers saw what was going to happen, 

they said, “Lord, should we strike with our swords?” 50 And one of them 

struck the servant of the high priest, cutting off his right ear. 51 But Jesus 

answered, “No more of this!” And he touched the man’s ear and healed 

him.” Luke 22:47-51
