SERMON APPLICATION GUIDE
MARK 16


Ask for God’s Spirit to give you understanding of His Word, eyes to see who He is, conviction and discernment to know how this applies to your life, freedom to speak with humility and honesty before others, as well as love to listen graciously to others. Then read through the passage together before talking through the questions below. Leave time at the end for sharing more specifically how you might need prayer in light of what you discussed, as well as ways you can respond this week. 

DISCUSSION 1: THE CROSS (REVIEWING MARK 15)
1. What are some of the things Jesus was accomplishing for us through his death on the cross?
2. In Mark 15, we’ve talked a lot about how we receive salvation only because of Christ’s crucifixion for us (received by grace through faith). Why do we need the gospel not just at our conversion or salvation, but each day as believers?
3. Read Philippians 2:2-8; 1 Peter 2:21-23; Galatians 2:20. How might we live in light of the cross in our obedience to God, sacrificial love to others, or in endurance through difficulty?

DISCUSSION 2: MARK 16
1. If you put yourself in the sandals of those early followers of Jesus, what do you think they might have felt, thought, or experienced after Christ’s death but before the resurrection?
2. Read Mark 16:7; 8:31; 10:34; 14:28, 58. What are some reasons it be important that Jesus knew about and predicted his resurrection during his ministry?
3. An emphasis in Mark 16 are the commands to “go” and “tell” (see 16:7, 10, 13, 15, 20). What are a couple of the things people were told to go and tell others about?
4. In Mark 16:15, they’re told specifically to go and proclaim the gospel, but we don’t see a definition of the gospel. From other places in the New Testament, how would you define or summarize what the “gospel” is that they and we are supposed to tell others about?[footnoteRef:1] [1:  To learn more about what “the gospel” is and how to share it with others, sign up for our upcoming class called “Missional Living” that takes place during the 10:45 service on Sundays starting 10/15.] 


DISCUSSION 3: THE RESURRECTION
1. Read John 11:25-26; 1 Peter 1:3; Romans 4:25; 6:5-6; 8:11, 34; 1 Cor. 15:51-56. What are some of the benefits or effects of the resurrection, both now and in the future? 
2. How should Christ’s resurrection, and our being made alive with him, give us power, joy, hope, and peace in our everyday lives as believers?
3. What is one thing you could do this week to live in light of the cross and resurrection? 
(This would also be a great for the group to pray for one another this week.)
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
