And connection
to purpose. From our beginning in 2005 as a single small group meeting in Pastors Adam
and Jami MccCain’s living room, we've honored the importance of doing life together and
authentically knowing Christ. Though we were a small, eclectic, and unusual bunch, we
were determined to get past just merely going to church, so that we could shift into “being
the Church.” We felt that the key ingredient for this was connection - a connection first to

God, a vibrant connection with each other, and lastly, a connection to purpose.

We make sure everything we do honors connections - from our commitment to small groups,
to the way we cultivate realness in Celebration Services. In our early years, Hill City gathered
all of its members together once a month for an organized church service to minister to its
members and their friends while meeting weekly in small groups throughout the Metroplex.
Ouir first location was a funeral home in Cedar Hill. In 2007, we transitioned to the Cedar Hill
Recreation Center. We continued to meet together monthly while developing our passions

in missions, prayer, and community involvement.

“Love God, love life, and love people.” This is our guiding principle. In January 2011, we made
a courageous decision to open weekly services on Sunday evenings. We wanted to offer a
venue to make a greater connection with our community as a whole while still experiencing

family as a small group.

Our search for a location led us to First United Methodist in Cedar Hill. For four years, we

met in their facilities on Sunday evenings.

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After a few years of meeting on Sunday evenings, we had grown to just over 200 members.
We knew it was time for a change. Our desire to meet on Sunday mornings led to futile
efforts to buy or lease over 30 different buildings and properties in the Cedar Hill area.
Finally, in December of 2014, we had the opportunity to purchase a beautiful campus in

Cedar Hill. We opened services there at the beginning of 2015.

Now Hill City has multiple campuses we call HOME! Weekly Sunday services are held in

person & online.

So, this is not the typical church thing. We're a community - a family who is in passionate
pursuit of Christ and His purposes and we couldn’'t be happier about it! Get to know us
and you’ll see we are so much more.

At Hill City, we practice tithing for the support of Christ’s body, the church, as God commands.

We recognize that giving 10% of our income is the Biblical standard for giving.

“Be sure to set aside a tenth of all that your fields produce each year.”
-DEUTERONOMY 12:22-26

“Bring the whole tithe into the storehouse, that there may be food in My house.
Test me in this,” says the Lord Almighty, “and see if | will not throw open the
floodgates of heaven and pour out so much blessing that there will not be room
enough tostoreit.” ~-MALACHI 3:10

Giving is one of the central themes in the Bible. Jesus talked more about this subject than
Heaven, Hell, or prayer. To understand what it means to be a Christ-follower, we must also

understand what it means to be a giver.

TITHE

The tithe, or “first fruits” of our labor/income belong to God. We find this principle all through
God’s Word. Tithing, giving God the first 10% of our income to the local church, is the primary

practical way we acknowledge that God is first. (Prov. 3: 9-10)
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OFFERINGS

An offering is giving over and above the tithe. The Bible says that by giving generously, we
are able to “take hold of the life that is truly life.” You aren’t really living unless you are freely
giving (1 Tim. 6:18-19)

THE SPIRITUAL GIFT OF GIVING

The gift of giving is a spiritual gift that God gives to some people (Rom. 12:8) It is a Spirit-
given capacity and desire to serve God by giving of your material resources, far beyond the

tithe, to further the work of God. At Hill City, this is our Legacy Team.

Many people love to give to God, and as they do, they want to feel confident in the

organization through which they give.

At Hill City, we want people to understand they are giving to God THROUGH the church, not
TO the church. As we openly share the honesty, integrity, and spiritual values that guide the
financial practices of Hill City, we believe people can focus on what God is calling them to

give and trust that He is leading our church to steward it well.

The giving of tithes and offerings is worship to Jesus and an expression of the relationship
between the individual giver and the Lord. That is why we don’t have people fill out pledge
cards or make faith promises. Funds are not “income only,” they are worship and are not

considered to be a business transaction but an expression of gratitude toward God.

Lord and in Scripture. These gifts are to use in your day to day and in small group life.

A. Discernment/Wisdom/Knowledge

falsehood and to distinguish between right and wrong motives and situations and to
make wise decisions.

B. Faith
The gift of faith is the divine strength or ability to believe in God for unseen
supernatural results in every arena of life.

F. Tongues (and Interpretation)
The gift of tongues is the divine strength or ability to pray in a heavenly language
to encourage your spirit and to commune with God.
