A.M. Notes

manded to pay 10 gerahs or half a shekel (about 5 dollars) as a “contribution to the
Lord” annually for “the service of the tent of meeting” (Exodus 30:11-16).

Jesus exercised His kingship over nature to provide what was needed.
Observations:

It is the only miracle He (Jesus) performed to meet His own need.

It is the only miracle using money.

It is the only miracle using one fish.

This was one of many miracles that Jesus performed for Peter.
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It is the only miracle which does not have the results recorded.

THE HALF-SHEKEL OFFERING: PARTNERSHIP IN THE HOLY TEMPLE!

THE CHAMBERS IN THE HOLY TEMPLE FOR THE STORAGE OF THE
HALF SHEKEL DONATIONS

The shekels that were brought to the Holy Temple were submitted to the treas-
urers and they would store them in a special chamber in the Holy Temple.

Maimonides writes that there were two chambers which were dedicated for the
storage of the half-shekel donations: One chamber which was the general treasury
for the half-shekel donations. This chamber is called the ‘Chamber of the Shek-
els.” This chamber housed three large collection boxes.

Coins were withdrawn from this chamber three times a year; before the three
festivals: Passover, Shavuot and Sukkot. Each time three boxes which contained
the weight of three se’ah (aprox 7.7 liters) of coins each were withdrawn from this
chamber. This money, which was designated for the purchase of communal offer-
ings, was then transferred to the ‘Chamber of the Offering’.

This chamber was guarded and its doors were securely locked. In addition, its
doors were sealed with a stamp. This would serve as proof that the doors had not
been opened.

The coins that remained in the collection boxes, after all the yearly funds were
withdrawn, were called the ‘Leftover of the Chamber’. These coins were used to
support other purposes for the betterment of the Holy Temple and the city of Jeru-
salem.

THIRTEEN COLLECTION BOXES

There was an additional designated place in the Holy Temple where individuals
could submit their half-shekel donation.

There were thirteen collection boxes in the Temple... The box labeled ‘new
shekels’ was designated for the half-shekel donation that was brought every year
for the needs of that year. The box labeled ‘old shekels’ was for one who did not
bring his half-shekel the previous year. who would contribute his shekel for the
following year.”

Maimonides wrote: “There were always thirteen collection boxes available to the pub-
lic in the Holy Temple. Each box was in the shape of a ‘horn’, the first was for the collec-
tion of the half-shekel donations of the current year. The second was for the collection of
the previous year’s half-shekel donations...” The collection boxes were in the shape of
a ‘horn’, narrow on top, to prevent thieves from reaching inside and taking money.

THE ALLOCATION OF THE FUNDS OF THE HALF-SHEKEL DONATION
The funds which were gathered from the half-shekel donations were allocated
by the treasurers of the Temple to purchase all that was needed for the service of
in the Holy Temple: Animals for the communal offerings, such as the ‘Tamid’ - Dai-
ly Offering and the holiday Additional Offerings, wine for the libations, fine flour
and oil, salt for the offerings, spices of the incense, the ingredients for the Show-
bread, the Omer offering, and the Twin Loaves, a red heifer, the scapegoat and a
strip of wool dyed crimson for the service of the Day of Atonement service.
Additionally, certain salaries were paid out from these funds such as the salary of
the craftsmen and workers of the Holy Temple; those that prepared the incense
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and the showbread, proofreaders of the Torah scrolls in Jerusalem and judges.

Other endeavors were funded from the left-over of the half-shekel donations,
such as funding for the building of the Holy Temple, the courtyards, the Sanctuary
and the Outer Altar. Additionally, these funds would pay for projects in the area
surrounding the Holy Temple: The bridge which led to the Mount of Olives for the
preparation of the red heifer, a ramp on which the scapegoat was led away from
the Temple. The funding to build and upkeep the water aqueduct in Jerusalem, the
surrounding walls and towers, and all that was needed for the building and upkeep
of the city of Jerusalem.

Moreover, this funding enabled ample accommodations for the hosting of pil-
grims in Jerusalem; providing water sources, sleeping accommodations and so on.

A Tapestry of Bitter and Sweet Providence
By Neil Longwe

So she went out, entered a field and began to glean behind the harvesters. As it turned out,
she was working in a field belonging to Boaz, who was from the clan of Elimelek. Just
then Boaz arrived from Bethlehem and greeted the harvesters, “The Lord be with you!”
Ruth 2:3-4

I once heard it said that our lives are like one big tapestry, the back of it is a se-
ries of messy strands and knots. The jumble of threads is all the difficult and chal-
lenging circumstances we go through, the heart break, the hurts, the frustrations,
the doubting of God’s goodness, the short-lived successes, and the mundane times.
What we need to remember is there are two sides to the tapestry, we might not be
able to makes sense of the back, but God is the master weaver who is producing a
glorious picture on the front using the good, the bad and the ugly threads of our
lives to produce his masterpiece.

The Book of Ruth is the story of two women who experienced their fair share of
twisted knots, frayed edges, and difficult circumstances. After the death of her hus-
band and two sons, Naomi returns home to Bethlehem destitute, broken hearted
and bitter. Accompanied by her loyal (Moabite) daughter in law Ruth, the two
women seek to forge a new life in the city known as the “House of Bread”.

In the second chapter of the book, we read of Ruth seeking to glean some left-
over crops in an Israelite field. It just so happens the field belonged to a man
named Boaz. What a coincidence! What a stroke of luck! That Ruth just happened
to be walking into the field that belonged to Boaz, a wealthy man who also is dis-
tant relative of non-other than Naomi. Go figure! Ruth had no obvious reason to
pick this field over any other. It is not as if there were signs and boundary fences
indicating whose land she was entering.

I love the fact the Bible uses the phrase “as it turned out”. The literal translation
is “as chance chanced” or we might say “as luck would have it”. The narrator of
the story deliberately uses this phrase as a rhetorical device or hyperbolic irony. In
attributing Ruth’s good fortune to chance, the phrase points ironically to the oppo-
site end of the spectrum, mainly the sovereignty of God. It is as if the author is
exclaiming “there is no such thing as chance!!” All of this is the work of God’s prov-
idence! That is all the happens stance are all a result of God’s sovereign care in
their lives.

There are two specific ways we see God’s providence in chapter two: firstly, that
God would have the provision of the levirate marriage law, which enabled a rela-
tive known as the Kinsman redeemer to marry the widow of a deceased relative to
provide an heir for the deceased. The mention of Boaz as a distant relative should
grab our attention—we are observing the orchestration of the divine match maker.
The second way is the provision for widows and foreigners to be fed by the cove-

nant community (Lev. 17:9-10 and Deut. 24:19-22). .




The significance of Ruth’s seemingly random decision to glean in that particular
field, at that particular time on that particular day demonstrates that Ruth’s steps
were ordered by God, and we are soon to discover that this meeting will have a
significant impact not only the future welfare of both Ruth and Naomi but on God’s
unfolding story of redemption. After all, from the eventual marriage of Boaz to
Ruth came Ruth’s great grandson King David, who’s great descendant was the
Lord Jesus Christ. Jesus was not only born in the “House of Bread” but is the
bread of life who provides, governs and sustains all of life.

Many of us may be going through difficult and challenging times, and we may
not understand what we are going through, but God is using it for our benefit
(Romans 8:28). The providences of God, as the puritan preacher John Flavel once
put it, are like the Hebrew words; they can only be read properly backwards.

Why not take a moment this week to reflect on the steadfast love of God on your
life, on how he has protected, sustained, and provided for you. “Give thanks to
the Lord, for he is good; his love endures forever.” Psalm 118:1 «

and suffering are just a part of the natural world with no inherent morality at-

THIS WEEK'S CREATION MOMENT
The Magnificent Cheetah

“Wilt thou hunt the prey for the lion? or
fill the appetite of the young lions...”
- Job 38:39

Of 41 species of cats around the world,
the cheetah is one of the most unusual.
Unlike other great cats, the cheetah
cannot roar, but it can purr like a house
cat or emit high-pitched chirps.
Beautiful in form, the cheetah is the
world's fastest land animal, reaching a
speed of 40 miles per hour from a

s R . standstill within two seconds, and can
momentanly reach speeds of 70 miles per hour. The cheetah's claws are
more like a dog's than a cat's because it is unable to retract them.

The Lord has truly given the cheetah a high-performance body. He has an
unusually powerful heart, an oversized liver, extra-large and strong arteries,
and extra-large nostrils for taking in great quantities of air. The cheetah also
has hip and shoulder girdles that swivel on its spine. As it runs, the cheetah's
spine curves up and down as his legs bunch and then extend. When moving
at high speed, the cheetah may only touch the ground once every 23 feet.

While most scientists believe that the cheetah evolved, the very oldest
cheetah fossils show us an animal that is just about like the cheetahs we
know today. This complete lack of evidence for evolution, plus the
intelligent specialized features of the cheetah, leads us to the conclusion that
the cheetah is a special creation of God.
