Who can Enter?

Psalm 15:2-5 “He who walks with integrity, and
works righteousness, And speaks truth in his heart.
He does not slander with his tongue, Nor does evil
to his neighbor, Nor takes up a reproach against
his friend; In whose eyes a reprobate is despised,
But who honors those who fear the Lord; He
swears to his own hurt and does not change, He
does not put out his money at interest, Nor does he

lake a bribe against the innocent. He who does
these things will never be shaken.”



Who can Enter?

Hebrews 8:1-3 “Now the main point in what has
been said is this: we have such a high priest,
who has taken His seat at the right hand of the
throne of the Majesty in the heavens, 2 a
minister in the sanctuary and in the true
tabernacle, which the Lord pitched, not man. 3
For every high priest is appointed to offer both
gifts and sacrifices, so it is necessary that this
high priest also have something to offer:



Who can Enter?

Hebrews 8:4-6 “Now if He were on earth, He would
not be a priest at all, since there are those who
offer the gifts according to the Law, 5 who serve a
copy and shadow of the heavenly things, Just as
Moses was warned by God when he was about to
erect the tabernacle; for, “See,” He says, “that you
make all things according to the pattern which was
shown you on the mountain.” 6 But now He has
oblained a more excellent ministry, by as much as
He is also the mediator of a better covenant, which
has been enacted on better promises.



Matthew 27:50-51

“And Jesus cried out again with a loud
voice, and yielded up His spirit. 57 And
behold, the velil of the temple was torn in
two from top to bottom, and the earth

shook and the rocks were split.”



Acts 6.7

“The word of God kept on spreading, and
the number of the disciples continued to
Increase greatly in Jerusalem, and a great
many of the priests were becoming
obedlient to the faith.”
