God Is Always with Me—God Gives Me Strength

Bible Story: Angels Visited Mary and Joseph (Matthew 1:18-25; Luke 1:26-38)

Theme Verse: “A child will be born for us, a son will be given to us.” (Isaiah 9:6a)
Share: As we celebrate Christmas this month, preschoolers will learn that the promise of a Savior is a promise that God is always with us. Because of this promise, we can know we are never alone.* This week we are sharing the stories of when Mary and Joseph found out they would be parents to Jesus, the Messiah. (Read Luke 1:35-37.) God encouraged and strengthened them in these moments of uncertainty and change. Preschoolers can know God gives us strength when we love, trust, and follow Him. 

Pray: Ask God to fill and strengthen your team as they serve.

Teachers rally with your team a few minutes before kids start to arrive: Rally is a pre-service time for you to be equipped and encouraged in your ministry. 

Pre-Service: Teachers Choose Playlister and start the preservice slide with music 
Co-Teacher/Volunteers: Arrival time, please use either one of these options as kids arrive for the morning to build relationships with kids and encourage them to build relationships with one another. 

Option 1: Let the kids play with toys and get to know them.

Leader Tip: Announce a 2-to-3-minute signal before asking them to clean up their toys. Giving your group a mental head start will begin to cue their minds for what is next.

What to do
· Play the Bible Story use the script below after video to help make the connection for the kids. 

Let's all stand and sing one last song to God together today! 

Worship song #2: Teachers, Co-Teachers, and volunteers worship with the kids, modeling what it looks like to give God our praise. Stand in the front of the room, or next to the kids- but not in the back. 

Memory Verse Video: 

Let's stand up together and learn our Theme Verse!

Leader Tip: Choose between the Host-Led or the Video-Led option. Watch the Theme Verse Video to learn the motions. Use the Big Deal motions provided.

Theme Verse Motions:
A child will be born for us, (Cross your arms like you are holding a baby.)
a son will be given to us. (Spread your arms in front of you with palms up.)
Isaiah 9:6a (Hold hands out like a book.)
Small Group Time: 

Option #1: Kids will decorate a gingerbread house.

Big Goal: Remember what is super about the Super Clue.

Leader Prep: Print “Decorate A Gingerbread House” printables, one per child. Cut out candies from page 2 of the printable.

Craft Instructions:
1. Before the session, print “Decorate A Gingerbread House” printables, one per child. Cut out candies from page 2 of the printable.
2. Give each child a glue stick, a gingerbread house printable, and candy cutouts.
3. Invite preschoolers to glue the candy cutouts to their gingerbread houses.
4. Encourage preschoolers to decorate their gingerbread houses with markers or crayons, stickers, and adhesive gems.
What To Do: Our Super Clue today is a gingerbread house. What is our Super Clue? (A gingerbread house!) Way to go! Let’s make a fun craft to help us remember our Super Clue. For this craft, you will get a piece of paper with a gingerbread house on it. Then you will get some candy cutouts to glue on your gingerbread house. You can decorate your gingerbread house with markers or crayons and also add stickers and adhesive gems. Are you ready to get started? If you are ready, say, “Let’s go!” Ready? (Let’s go!) Good!

Closing: Leader Tip: Work with your Teacher to dismiss the kids in a fun, manageable, and safe way. As kids leave, make sure they have all of the crafts and papers. Share with the person picking them up something positive you observed today. Invite them back next week.
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
