God Takes Care of Me—God Is Always Powerful
Bible Story: Dorcas Was Healed (Acts 9:36-43)
Theme Verse: “Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever.” (Hebrews 13:8)
Teachers rally with your team a few minutes before kids start to arrive: Rally is a pre-service time for you to be equipped and encouraged in your ministry. 

Read: Acts 9:40-42 

Share: In this week’s Bible story, God showed that He is powerful when He raised a woman named Dorcas from the dead. (Read Acts 9:40-42.) Preschoolers can know that God can do amazing and wonderful things because He is always powerful, and we can trust that His power can carry us through anything. 

Pray: Invite God to show up in powerful and amazing ways today, helping preschoolers know that He loves them and takes care of them.
Pre-Service: Teachers Choose Playlister and start the preservice slide with music 

Co-Teacher/Volunteers: Arrival time, please use either one of these options as kids arrive for the morning to build relationships with kids and encourage them to build relationships with one another.

Leader Tip: Announce a 2-to-3-minute signal before asking them to clean up their toys. Giving your group a mental head start will begin to cue their minds for what is next.

[bookmark: _37zdrgg4dmir]What to do: Teacher play clean- up song, encouraging all kids to help get things put away and ready for service.

Teacher Opener: It is so good to see your smiling faces today! We are going to do some warm-up movements to help us get ready. Our theme is Every Day and Every Way. This makes me think about the days of the week. Let’s say them together. I will say a day of the week and clap, and you will say it after me and clap. Ready? Sunday (Clap hands.) (Sunday) (Clap
hands.) Bible Story Video

What to do
· Play the Bible Story use the script below after video to help make the connection for the kids. 

Making the connection script: In our Bible story today, God showed His amazing power through Peter and healed a woman named Dorcas (DAWR kuhs). God can do all things and takes care of us because He is powerful.

Let’s say a prayer to God. This means we are going to talk and listen to God. Let’s get still so we can pray.

God, thank You for all of my friends here today. We have had so much fun learning about how You are powerful. Thank You for taking care of us and loving us. Amen.

Let's all stand and sing one last song to God together today! 

Worship song #2: Teachers, Co-Teachers, and volunteers worship with the kids, modeling what it looks like to give God our praise. Stand in the front of the room, or next to the kids- but not in the back. 



Memory Verse Video: 

Let's stand up together and learn our Theme Verse!
Leader Tip: Choose between the Host-Led or the Video-Led option. Watch the Theme Verse Video to learn the motions. Use the Big Deal motions provided.

Theme Verse Motions:
Jesus Christ is the same (Point your pointer finger toward the sky.)
yesterday, today, and forever. (Bring that hand down and pretend to slice something with your hand. Slice something in the middle with your left hand. Slice something to your left with your right hand.)
Hebrews 13:8 (Hold hands out like a book.)

Small Group Time: 

Option #1: Kids will color a picture of Dorcas and attach an adhesive bandage to the picture.

Big Goal: Review the Bible story.

Leader Prep: Print “Dorcas Was Healed” printables, one per child.

Craft Instructions:
1. Before the session, print “Dorcas Was Healed” printables, one per child.
2. Invite kids to color the picture.
3. Guide them to attach an adhesive bandage to the picture.
What To Do: Our Bible story today was about how God healed Dorcas. Who did God heal? (Dorcas!) Good job! This is a picture of Dorcas. (Display printable.) I want you to color this picture. When you finish, a leader will bring you an adhesive bandage to attach to your picture. This bandage will remind us that God healed Dorcas.

Loud And Clear: Your pictures are a great reminder of today’s Bible story. Peter prayed to God that He would heal Dorcas, and God brought Dorcas back to life. God healed Dorcas because of His amazing power. That is something only God can do. The bandage on our picture can remind us that God is always powerful. Every day and in every way, God takes care of us.





Option 2: Preschoolers will find pictures hidden around the room that showcase God’s power.

Big Goal: Remember the Main Idea: God is always powerful.

Leader Prep: Print and cut apart the “Main Idea Picture Hunt” printable. Hide the pictures around the room.

What To Do: Today we are learning that God is always powerful. Let’s say, “God is always powerful,” together. Ready? “God is always powerful!” Great! God is powerful means that God is full of power, He is strong, and He has no limits. Because God is strong and powerful, He is able to take care of us. I have hidden pictures around the room that will help us better understand God’s power at work. God’s power can be shown in many ways. I want you to search the room for the pictures I have hidden. When you find a picture, bring it back to me. Are you ready for the picture hunt? Show me a thumbs-up if you are ready. (Allow time for responses.) It looks like you are ready! 3-2-1 Go!

Loud And Clear: God is so powerful. He made the animals and the mountains. He controls the weather and the planets spinning in the solar system. The same God who created all of these things created you and me. God is powerful, and He always takes care of us.


Close out in prayer:

· Ask for any specific prayer requests
· Pray with the group
· Lead the group in the prayer below.

WHAT YOU SAY:  God, thank You for all of my friends here today. We have had so much fun learning about how You are powerful. Thank You for taking care of us and loving us. Amen.


End of service Activity:
Have all kids come back together and have a seat and lead kids in the discussion cards provided.  This is a time for side-by-side learning, where all kids have the opportunity to connect and participate.


Closing: Leader Tip: Work with your Teacher to dismiss the kids in a fun, manageable, and safe way. As kids leave, make sure they have all of the crafts and papers. Share with the person picking them up something positive you observed today. Invite them back next week.
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
