God Takes Care of Me— God Can Always Be Trusted
Bible Story: David Trusted God (1 Samuel 17)
Theme Verse: “Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever.” (Hebrews 13:8)
Teachers rally with your team a few minutes before kids start to arrive: Rally is a pre-service time for you to be equipped and encouraged in your ministry. 

Read: 1 Samuel 17:45,47 

Share: We get to teach preschoolers that God can always be trusted. When David faced off against Goliath, David trusted God to have the victory. (Read 1 Samuel 17:45,47.) Whatever giants we face in life, we can know that God takes care of us, and we can trust Him in everything. 

Pray: Ask God to help your team trust and follow Him as they serve and lead today. 

Pre-Service: Teachers Choose Playlister and start the preservice slide with music 

Co-Teacher/Volunteers: Arrival time, please use either one of these options as kids arrive for the morning to build relationships with kids and encourage them to build relationships with one another. 

[bookmark: _aguguzg1di2c]Options for Pre-Service- Pre-Service Coloring Sheet or extra crafts provided, and allow kids to have playtime.

Leader Tip: Announce a 2-to-3-minute signal before asking them to clean up their toys. Giving your group a mental head start will begin to cue their minds for what is next.

Service
Teacher Opener: Welcome, friends! It is so good to see you today! I am glad we get to spend some time together and learn about God.

Worship song #1: Teachers, Co-Teachers, and volunteers worship with the kids, modeling what it looks like to give God our praise. Stand in the front of the room, or next to the kids- but not in the back. 

Bible Story Video

What to do
· Play the Bible Story use the script below after video to help make the connection for the kids. 

Making the connection script: In today’s Bible story, David trusted God to help him defeat Goliath. David knew God would help him because God can always be trusted. We can trust God and know that He will take care of us too. God always keeps His promises.

Let’s talk to God and pray. We can bow our heads and close our eyes while we talk to God.

God, thank You for our time together. We are so thankful we can learn more about You. Thank You for showing us how You can always be trusted. Thank You for loving us and taking care of us. In Jesus’ name, amen.

Let's all stand and sing one last song to God together today! 

Worship song #2: Teachers, Co-Teachers, and volunteers worship with the kids, modeling what it looks like to give God our praise. Stand in the front of the room, or next to the kids- but not in the back. 

Memory Verse Video: 

Let's stand up together and learn our Theme Verse!
Leader Tip: Choose between the Host-Led or the Video-Led option. Watch the Theme Verse Video to learn the motions. Use the Big Deal motions provided.




Theme Verse Motions:
Jesus Christ is the same (Point your pointer finger toward the sky.)
yesterday, today, and forever. (Bring that hand down and pretend to slice something with your hand. Slice something in the middle with your left hand. Slice something to your left with your right hand.)
Hebrews 13:8 (Hold hands out like a book.)

Small Group Time: 

Option #1: Preschoolers will create a bird using a paper plate and craft feathers.

Big Goal: Remember what is super about the Super Clue.

Leader Prep: Make a sample craft.

Craft Instructions:
1. Before the session, make a sample craft.
2. Distribute markers, feathers, and a paper plate to each child.
3. Assist preschoolers in folding their plates in half.
4. Invite preschoolers to draw eyes and a beak on one side of the paper plate with the fold on the top and the rounded parts on the bottom.
5. Invite preschoolers to decorate their birds.
6. Assist preschoolers in taping feathers to the side of the plate.
What To Do: Our Super Clue today is a bird on a branch. What is our Super Clue? (A bird on a branch!) Great! We are going to make a bird out of a paper plate to help us remember our Super Clue. First, we will fold our paper plates in half like this. (Demonstrate.) Then on one side with the fold pointing up you will draw your bird’s face—the eyes and beak—using a marker. Then we will tape some feathers to the plate. When you are ready to attach your feathers, a leader will come by to give you some tape. As you make your craft, remember how David trusted God to take care of him and how we can trust God to take care of us too. I can’t wait to see your crafts when you are done.

Loud And Clear: I love seeing the birds you created. You did such a great job! Our Super Clue helps us remember that we can trust God. Like a bird trusts the branch it lands on, we can trust God to take care of us. God takes care of us in so many ways. Let’s say our Big Deal together. I’ll go first, and then you can say it after me! Every Day and Every Way! (Every Day and Every Way!) God Takes Care of Me! (God Takes Care of Me!)




Option 2: Preschoolers will decorate a paper stone with crayons and stickers.

Big Goal: Remember the Bible story.

Leader Prep: Print “Decorate A Paper Stone” printables, one per child.

Craft Instructions:
1. Before the session, print “Decorate A Paper Stone” printables, one per child.
2. Invite preschoolers to decorate their stones with crayons and stickers.
3. Optional: Cut out each child’s stone.
What To Do:  In our Bible story today, we learned that David trusted God. Who trusted God? (David trusted God!) Great! David gathered five stones to defeat Goliath. I am going to give each of you a picture of a stone to decorate to help you remember today’s Bible story. You can use stickers and crayons to decorate your stone.

Loud And Clear: Everyone did such a great job decorating their stones! I want you to take your craft home and tell someone about our Bible story. David trusted God. David knew that God would help him fight Goliath, and he trusted God to help him defeat Goliath with just his slingshot and a few stones. David was able to hit Goliath on the forehead with a stone. Goliath fell to the ground. Like David, we can trust God to keep His promises and do what He says He will do too.

Close out in prayer:

End of service Activity:
Have all kids come back together and have a seat and lead kids in the discussion cards provided.  This is a time for side-by-side learning, where all kids have the opportunity to connect and participate.


Closing: Leader Tip: Work with your Teacher to dismiss the kids in a fun, manageable, and safe way. As kids leave, make sure they have all of the crafts and papers. Share with the person picking them up something positive you observed today. Invite them back next week.
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
