God Takes Care of Me—God Is Always Good
Bible Story: Jesus Healed Lepers (Luke 17:11-19)
Theme Verse: “Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever.” (Hebrews 13:8)
Read: Luke 17:15-16,19 
Share: We are starting 2026 teaching and celebrating the truth that because of who God is, we can know we are secure in Him.* In today’s Bible story, Jesus healed 10 lepers, but only 1 returned to thank Him. (Read Luke 17:15-16,19.) Preschoolers can know that God is always good, which He shows through the love and salvation He offers us through Jesus. 
Pray: Lead the group in prayer, thanking God for the team and inviting Him to work in big ways in the hearts of preschoolers today. 
Teachers rally with your team a few minutes before kids start to arrive: Rally is a pre-service time for you to be equipped and encouraged in your ministry. 

Pre-Service: Teachers Choose Playlister and start the preservice slide with music 

Co-Teacher/Volunteers: Arrival time, please use either one of these options as kids arrive for the morning to build relationships with kids and encourage them to build relationships with one another.

Leader Tip: Announce a 2-to-3-minute signal before asking them to clean up their toys. Giving your group a mental head start will begin to cue their minds for what is next.

[bookmark: _37zdrgg4dmir]What to do: Teacher play clean- up song, encouraging all kids to help get things put away and ready for service. 

Service
Teacher Opener: Hello, everyone! I am so glad you are here! Can I get a big hello from you? I’ll go first, and then I want you to give me your loudest hello! Hello! Now it’s your turn! (Hello!) Good! Now I want you to turn to a friend and give them a big high five! (Allow time for preschoolers to pass out high fives.) Awesome! Our Theme today is Every Day and Every Way! Let’s say, “Every Day and Every Way!” together. “Every Day and Every Way!” Great! That means God takes care of us every day, and He takes care of us in every way.

Worship song #1: Teachers, Co-Teachers, and volunteers worship with the kids, modeling what it looks like to give God our praise. Stand in the front of the room, or next to the kids- but not in the back. 

Bible Story Video

What to do
· Play the Bible Story use the script below after video to help make the connection for the kids. 

Making the connection script: God is so good to take care of us. Let’s say a prayer and talk and listen to God. We can thank Him for always being good and for taking care of us.

God, thank You for always being good. Thank You for taking care of us. Thank You for the story of the ten lepers and how it teaches us about Your kindness. In Jesus’ name, amen.

Let's all stand and sing one last song to God together today! 

Worship song #2: Teachers, Co-Teachers, and volunteers worship with the kids, modeling what it looks like to give God our praise. Stand in the front of the room, or next to the kids- but not in the back. 
Memory Verse Video: 
Let's stand up together and learn our Theme Verse!
Leader Tip: Choose between the Host-Led or the Video-Led option. Watch the Theme Verse
Video to learn the motions. Use the Big Deal motions provided.

Theme Verse Motions:
Jesus Christ is the same (Point your pointer finger toward the sky.)
yesterday, today, and forever. (Bring that hand down and pretend to slice something with your hand. Slice something in the middle with your left hand. Slice something to your left with your right hand.)
Hebrews 13:8 (Hold hands out like a book.)
Small Group Time: 

Option #1: Kids will make fingerprint art to remind them of the Bible story.

Big Goal: Remember the Bible story.

Leader Prep: Print “Fingerprint Fun” labels, one per child. Make a sample craft.

Craft Instructions:
1. Before the session, print “Fingerprint Fun” labels, one per child. Make a sample craft.
2. Instruct kids to gently press one finger on the ink pad and then on the paper. Guide each child to do this 10 times to represent the 10 lepers.
3. Assist kids in gently pressing their thumb on the ink pad and then on the paper to represent Jesus.
4. Provide baby wipes for kids to clean their fingers.
5. Give each child a label to add to the picture.
6. If time permits, ask preschoolers to draw a smiley face on each of the fingerprints.

What To Do: In today’s Bible story, we learned about how Jesus healed ten lepers. Let’s count to ten together. Ready? “1-2-3-4-5-6-7-8-9-10!” Great job! We are going to create fingerprint artwork and make a craft called “Fingerprint Fun.” What is it called? (Fingerprint Fun!) Good job! Our craft will help us retell today’s Bible story to our family and friends. You are going to make each of the lepers, the men who were sick, by placing your finger on an ink pad and stamping it to the paper. First, you will make 10 fingerprints because there were 10 lepers. Then you will make one more thumbprint for Jesus! (Show sample craft.) Are you ready to get started? Let’s do it!

Loud And Clear:  Let’s hold up our pictures so we can all see them. (Encourage preschoolers to display their pictures.) Wow! These are great! This craft will help us remember today’s Bible story. In our Bible story, Jesus healed and took care of the lepers, the men who were sick. Jesus took care of the lepers because He is good. One man came back to tell Jesus he was thankful. Jesus told the man that his faith had saved him. The man was healed of his sickness and because of his faith, he also had a friendship with God.


Option 2: Kids will play a game of “Hot or Cold” to find an adhesive bandage hidden in the room.

Big Goal: Remember the Main Idea: God is always good.

Leader Prep: Hide one adhesive bandage in the room.

What To Do: Let’s play a game called “Hidden Bandage Hot or Cold.” It is called “Hidden Bandage” what? (Hot or Cold!) Great! (Display an adhesive bandage.) This is an adhesive bandage. It’s a what? (An adhesive bandage!) Yes! An adhesive bandage is something we might put over a scratch or hurt so that it can be protected as it heals. We use it to take care of ourselves. There is an adhesive bandage hidden in our room, and as we play this game, we are going to find it together as a group. If you get close to the bandage, I will say, “You are getting hot!” If I say, “You are cold,” that means you are not close to the bandage, and it is hidden in a different part of the room. When the bandage is found, we will say, “God is always good,” together. Before we play the game, let’s practice. I’ll say it first, and you can say it after me. God is always good! (God is always good!) Great job! Let’s find this bandage!

Keep It Going: Continue playing additional rounds. Ask kids to close their eyes while the adhesive bandage is hidden. Consider allowing a kid to hide the bandage.

Loud And Clear: Our Main Idea is God is always good. This means that God is always kind and takes care of us all the time. He never stops caring for us. This bandage reminds us of how God takes care of us because He loves us and is always good and kind.

Close out in prayer:

WHAT YOU SAY:  God, thank You for always being good. Thank You for taking care of us. Thank You for the story of the ten lepers and how it teaches us about Your kindness. In Jesus’ name, amen.


End of service Activity:
Have all kids come back together and have a seat and lead kids in the discussion cards provided.  This is a time for side-by-side learning, where all kids have the opportunity to connect and participate.


Closing: Leader Tip: Work with your Teacher to dismiss the kids in a fun, manageable, and safe way. As kids leave, make sure they have all of the crafts and papers. Share with the person picking them up something positive you observed today. Invite them back next week.
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
