God Gives Me Friends— God Values Us
Bible Story: The Story of the Lost Sheep and Lost Coin (Luke 15:1-10)
Theme Verse: “Encourage one another.” (1 Thessalonians 5:11a)
Teachers rally with your team a few minutes before kids start to arrive: Rally is a pre-service time for you to be equipped and encouraged in your ministry. 

Pre-Service: Teachers Choose Playlister and start the preservice slide with music 

Read: Luke 15:5-7 

Share: When Jesus told the parables of the lost sheep and the lost coin, He was telling everyone that God values all people. When someone decides to trust in Jesus, all of heaven celebrates. (Read Luke 15:5-7.) That is why Jesus came—to seek and save the lost. God values us and loves us because He made us. 

Pray: Lead the group in prayer, asking God to help your preschoolers, families, and volunteers feel valued, cheered on, and celebrated. 

Co-Teacher/Volunteers: Arrival time, please use either one of these options as kids arrive for the morning to build relationships with kids and encourage them to build relationships with one another. 

Option 1: Preschoolers will make impressions in play dough with coins or toy animals.

Big Goal: Share with friends.

Leader Prep: Print and post the “Allergy Alert” printable for parents to see at drop-off for preschoolers with gluten allergies or sensitivities.



What To Do: Hello, everyone! My name is ____! We are going to work together to do a fun activity called “Press the Dough.” Let’s say that together. Ready? “Press the Dough!” Great job! We are going to use play dough to make impressions. Impressions is a big word, but I can show you what it means to make an impression. When you flatten your play dough out and press a toy coin or toy animal into it, it leaves an impression when you lift it up. (Demonstrate with play dough and a toy.) I want you to make impressions with some of the toys we have here. Let’s try it and see the different impressions we can make.

Connect It: It is so incredible that we can all be friends! There are lots of things we can share with our friends. What are some things you share with your friends? (Allow responses.) Wow! We had some great ideas. It was so fun working together and sharing with each other. Way to go!

[bookmark: _aguguzg1di2c]Option 2: Preschoolers will work together to decorate a treasure box coloring sheet.

Big Goal: Be a part of a team.

What To Do: Kids will decorate a treasure box coloring sheet with any supplies you would like to put out.

Loud And Clear: Welcome! I am so excited to spend time with you today. Let’s work together to make a special box—a treasure box! A what? (A treasure box!) Great! When we treasure something, we care about it, so we might put it in a safe place. 

Leader Tip: Announce a 2-to-3-minute signal before asking them to clean up their toys. Giving your group a mental head start will begin to cue their minds for what is next.

Service
Teacher Opener: Welcome Friends! Did you know God gives us friends, and our friends are valuable and important to us. And you know what else? God says that we are valuable and important to Him! God values us. Isn’t that super?

Worship song #1: Teachers, Co-Teachers, and volunteers worship with the kids, modeling what it looks like to give God our praise. Stand in the front of the room, or next to the kids- but not in the back. 

Bible Story Video

What to do
· Play the Bible Story use the script below after video to help make the connection for the kids. 

Making the connection script: Let’s say our Big Deal together one more time. Ready? I will say it first, and you say it after me. Jump In! (Jump In!) God Gives Me Friends! (God Gives Me Friends!) Way to go!

Let’s pray and thank God for valuing us. Prayer is talking and listening to God. Close your eyes so you aren’t distracted by anyone else and let’s talk to God in 3-2-1.

God, thank You for true stories in the Bible that help us see that You value us. When we turn to You and ask for Your forgiveness, we can have a friendship with You. Thank You for sending Jesus to make that possible. Amen.

Let's all stand and sing one last song to God together today! 

Worship song #2: Teachers, Co-Teachers, and volunteers worship with the kids, modeling what it looks like to give God our praise. Stand in the front of the room, or next to the kids- but not in the back. 






Memory Verse Video: 

Let's stand up together and learn our Theme Verse!
Leader Tip: Choose between the Host-Led or the Video-Led option. Watch the Theme Verse Video to learn the motions. Use the Big Deal motions provided.

Theme Verse Motions:
Encourage one another. (Scoop both hands from the outside in, ending pushing up.)
1 Thessalonians 5:11a (Hold hands out like a book.)

Small Group Time: 

Option #1: Piggy Bank Coloring sheet.

What To Do: Get out any supplies you would like them to use to color and decorate their piggy bank. 
Loud And Clear:   God gives us friends. Our Theme verse tells us to encourage one another. What kind words can you use to encourage each other? (Allow responses.) How can you encourage someone with your actions? (Allow responses. Examples could include sharing toys, picking up something that someone dropped, taking someone’s trash to the trash can, and so on.)

Option 2: Preschoolers will work as a team to move “sheep” (cotton balls) to their “pens” (buckets).

Big Goal: Remember the Bible story.

Leader Prep: Clear a space for preschoolers to play the game. Place several piles of cotton balls around the room, one pile for each team. Make sure each pile has the same amount of cotton balls.

What To Do: Would you look at all these sheep? (Point to a pile of cotton balls.) Let’s play a game called “Move the Sheep.” Move the what? (Sheep!) Great job! We are going to pretend these cotton balls are sheep. We need to get all of these to their pens (buckets) on the other side of the room, and we need your help. Let’s form several teams to play this game. (Form teams of preschoolers. Assign a bucket and pile of cotton balls to each team.) We are going to work together with our teams to move our sheep from one side of the room to their pens. We will do that by placing a cotton ball on the end of a spoon and carrying it across the room as you balance the cotton ball on it. Once you get your sheep in your team’s pen, you will pass the spoon to the next person on your team. We will continue until all of the sheep are back in their pens. If you are ready to play, jump high and say, “Jump in!” (Jump in!) Let’s get started!

Loud And Clear: That was great teamwork! This game helps us think about our Bible story. The shepherd celebrated with his friends when the lost sheep was found. The sheep was valuable to the shepherd, and he left all the other sheep to find the one that was missing. We are valuable to God, and when we ask Him to forgive us, He does!

Close out in prayer:

End of service Activity:
Have all kids come back together and have a seat and lead kids in the discussion cards provided.  This is a time for side-by-side learning, where all kids have the opportunity to connect and participate.


Closing: Leader Tip: Work with your Teacher to dismiss the kids in a fun, manageable, and safe way. As kids leave, make sure they have all of the crafts and papers. Share with the person picking them up something positive you observed today. Invite them back next week.
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
