Paul’s concern was not
whether it was right or wrong,
but how someone’s behavior
would impact those weaker
brothers around him. His priority
was his concern for others. If a
weaker brother was offended,
he gladly gave up meat, even
though eating it was not wrong.

Paul
tells us that, as a nation, the
Israelites had seen God move
on their behalf in powerful
ways. They were all led by the
same cloud, they all afe the
same food, they all drank water
from a rock, and they even
had the very presence of Jesus
with them as they traveled.
It would have been easy for
an lsraelite to conclude that
they were spiritual because
of what God had done for
all the Israelites. According to
verse 5, however, God was not
pleased with most of them.
The majority of Israelites did
not love God and were not
committed to serving Him.
In fact, most of them never
made it to the Promised Land.
Why not2 Because they had
no real personal relationship
with Jesus.

Paul tells
them that disagreements were
not only okay, but are actually
necessary. The problem was not
SO WHAT? that there were disagreements,
but that their disagreements
had led to division. They
cared more about having
their own needs met than
worshiping God, which was
why they were supposed to
be at church in the first place.
Even their communion service,
the purpose of which was to
remember Jesus, had simply
become a free meal.

As Paul began his discussion
on spiritual gifts, what three | opservation: What do | see?
important fruths did he teach?
Why did God have him begin
this chapter with them?2 A close
look will reveal the answers.
First, in verse 4, Paul explained
that there are different gifts, but
the same Spirit gives these gifts.
He wanted tfo communicate
that not everyone wil have
the same gifts, nor should we
want to. The Spirit decides
who gets what gifts. Second,
Paul teaches that there are
different kinds of service. Each
of us has a gift from the Spirit
and specific ways we are to
use our giff. Though we might
have the same gift as someone
else, our job may be different.
Third, Paul explains that there
are different works, but it is
the Father who determines
what those works are. When

If we care more about
spirifual growth than physical
comfort, we will rejoice when
frouble strikes. Second, we are
to view the future as having
greater importance than the
present. Paul did not mean, in
verse 17, that the present does
not matter or that its problems
shouldn’t be a concern. He
meant thatf, in the midst of
our present problems, we
should remember that they
are  achieving something
greater. Therefore, since we
are more concerned about
the future than the present, we
rejoice. Third, we are fo view
the eternal as more important
than the temporal. God and
the souls of men are more
important than jobs, grades,
awards, money, prestige, or
anything else that won't be
with us in eternity. Would your
life be characterized by these
three prioritiese Use today's
questions to help you honestly
evaluate.
