We Cannot Come Down

“l am doing a great work, and | cannot come
down. Why should the work stop while | leave it
and come down to you?”

— Nehemiah 6:3

When Nehemiah led God’s people to rebuild the
walls of Jerusalem, he faced constant opposition. Enemies mocked, spread
rumors, stirred up fear, and tried to lure him into endless meetings to dis-
tract him. Their goal was simple: stop the work.

Nehemiah’s response is one of the clearest statements of steadfast faith in
Scripture. He refused to be driven by fear, controlled by rumors, or distracted
by those who opposed him. Instead, he kept his eyes on God’s mission. And
because he and the people stood firm, the wall was completed, and God’s
name was glorified.

Friends, we are living in a time when distractions and pressures abound.
There will always be voices that try to pull us away from what God has called
us to do—whether through fear, gossip, or the temptation to “just stop build-
ing.” But like Nehemiah, we must recognize these schemes for what they are:
attempts of the enemy to discourage God’s people.

God has given Gloucester Point Baptist Church a clear vision: “Rooted in
Christ, we equip disciples and leaders for tomorrow’s challenges with grace
and truth.” That is our wall. That is the great work before us. The enemy
would love nothing more than to see us divided, discouraged, or distracted.

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God does not have the time to be interested in details
about me - right? Jesus gave us a lot of insight on how
much God is interested in us as humans. God provides for sparrows, and you
are MUCH more valuable to God than any sparrow. Valuable enough to
monitor every detail about you -- even your current hair-count.

However God obtains your current hair-count -- He does know it. "Why
would God waste His time with such useless information?" you may wonder.
The point, which so many miss, is simply that God is interested in every
detail of your life. Everything.

Nothing concerning you is too small to bother God. You are the "apple of
His eye" just as any young child is the delight of a good parent. If God didn’t
value each and every one of us so highly, would he ever have considered
allowing his son to die for our sins?

So don't try to hide from God - we all know that’s impossible. Don't shut
Him out of your life. Involve Him in every detail of your day. Talk things over
with Him. Ask His advice. Tell Him what you think, and ask for His opinion.
And then, be still and LISTEN. Isn’t this one of the hardest things to do?
And do not fear. The God Who loves you enough to monitor your current
hair count will never forsake you or fail you. When you are face-to-face with
Him you will see that fully and clearly. So walk in faith today. Trust God. He
can meet your every need if you will only ask. But he will do it in His way,
not necessarily yours. He loves you.

Also, be thankful for whatever hair you do or do not have! God made you
unique. If He wanted you different -- He would have made you different!
Pray to the Lord and thank him for loving you and being concerned with
every detail of your life. Because He loves you, trust Him and look to Him for
help.
