Ice Breaker: What is the greatest gift (besides Jesus and your salvation, haha) you have ever received at Christmas? What is one that you wanted but never got?

"Unmerited Grace"
Read Isaiah 7:10-17. Discuss what stands out in this text 

The name Emmanuel should mean everything to us as followers of Jesus. What does it mean to have God with us, as stated in the prophecy and the birth of Christ? 

What does it do in the mind & heart of a Christian to know that in order for the prophecy to be fulfilled is mind-blowingly astronomical? Why is that fact so important?

Have you ever just taken the time, like we did today, and pondered the gift of Grace? Go around the group and let everyone say what Grace means to them and what the moment of silence on Sunday did for them. 

Knowing you have been lavishly given the gift of Grace, during this Christmas season, how can we as Christians tangibly give that gift back to others? Name some examples

Application Challenge: My challenge for you is to go and do some good deeds in your community tangibly in the Next couple of weeks leading up to Christmas. Maybe take it upon yourself to give something of yourself. 

Is there someone you still need to give the grace of forgiveness to this week?

Pray for each other and pray this: Father, help me to know your Grace more today than I ever have. Help me to forgive and give Grace to those whom I harbor unforgiveness. Help me to be the hands and feet of Jesus by showing me serving opportunities around me. Give us peace knowing that you are with us every single moment of our day. Amen.
