
"Why One More?"
Luke 15:1-10



Overview:
We talk a lot about One More, but why? Is this just something we say? Or is it much deeper? Let’s look at what Jesus has to say about One More and why it is His cause for great rejoicing. One More is far more than a phrase; it is the heartbeat of a disciple of Jesus.
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Observation:

1.  Who are the characters we find in Luke 15:1-10, what are they doing, and what is their disposition and/or attitudes?

Interpretation:

1. What can we learn from Luke 15:1-10 and Pastor Luke’s teaching about it that reveals the heart of God and helps us understand what it means to be His disciple?
2. We learned God rejoices over lost sheep—prodigals, sinners—who are found, saved, restored to a right relationship with the Father. What do we learn is the most important thing to God from this, and how does this define what should be most important to His disciples?

Application:

1. How did the teachings from these texts affect you, and what is something God revealed to you personally that needs to change in your life? How will you make those changes?
2. What practical actions can you take this week to demonstrate the heart of God we observe in the texts studied to someone or within your sphere of influence?
3. What is holding you back from seeing people as God does, and what can you do to align your heart and motivation for your life with God’s?
