(Not cut his hair)
How strong was Samson? (So strong that he could rip the
doors off a city gate and carry them on his shoulders) 
Who gave Samson his strength? (God)
True or False: Delilah told the Philistines Samson’s secret.
(True) 
What did they do to Samson? (Cut his hair and took him to
jail)
What happened to Samson’s strength after his hair was cut?
(It went away)
What did Samson do to get his strength back? (Prayed and
asked God)
Why was Samson remembered as a hero to God’s people:
because he killed many of their enemies or because he
wrote his own theme song? (He killed many of their enemies
by breaking down the pillars that held the building up)
Samson went through something tough by having to go to
jail. What are some tough times that you have experienced?
