POSITION OVERVIEW

The VLC Youth Minister is the primary leader for students in grades 6—12, cultivating Christ-centered
relationships and developing teams of students and adults who participate in the mission of God. This
role has broad freedom to cast vision, design strategy, and lead a vibrant youth ministry that reaches
families in South Lubbock.

Middle and high school are formative years when students long for relationships in which they feel
known, loved, and welcomed. During this season, many choose whether to disengage from faith or step
into lifelong discipleship. Because of this, the youth ministry at VLC is a relational training ground where
students experience belonging, discover their place in the body of Christ, grow as leaders, and are
inspired to walk with Jesus.

The Youth Minister reports to the Next Gen Minister and works collaboratively with parents, volunteers,
and the wider VLC church family.

KEY RESPONSIBILITIES

Build a diverse team of student youth ministry leaders and empower them to serve.
Develop a biblically sound, student-focused message each week.

Help us create a sending culture through local, domestic, and international youth missions.
Lead, train, and oversee youth interns. (2 per year)

Model Jesus’ lifestyle through a discipleship culture inclusive of students and parents.

QUALIFICATIONS

1. Experience: 3-5 years of experience in vocational ministry preferred.

2. Education: Minimum of a Bachelor of Arts Degree in Christian Studies or Philosophy & Religion
or Bachelor of Science in Religion from an accredited university or Bible college. Experience can
be substituted for degree.

Denomination

We are a Southern Baptist, Elder-led, and congregationally governed church. We believe this allows for
Elders to lead by the persuasion of their service and teaching, so long as it is aimed at caring for the
souls of the Church (Hebrews 13:17).

We
worship the Father through His Son Jesus Christ, who saved us by His grace in the power of the

e A Relational Discipleship Community: We see a community marked by relational discipleship,
where biblical fellowship thrives and multiplies—anchored in Scripture, faith, confession,
obedience, humility, and love. This is a church where no one walks alone, and everyone is
challenged to grow in Christ. “Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly... with thankfulness in
your hearts to God.” Colossians 3:16

e A Kingdom Marketplace: We see a vibrant marketplace on this property that honors Christ
seven days a week—a place where work, worship, and mission intersect. Our chief export is not
products, but people: disciples of every vocation sent to all the nations, and especially to
Lubbock. “Whatever you do, in word or deed, do everything in the name of the Lord Jesus..”
Colossians 3:17

e A Sending Church: We see a sending church—where men and women are set apart by God and
launched into places near and far where Christ has not yet been preached. We imagine His light
shining so brightly here that the next generation is compelled to step into the darkness with



boldness and faith. “Share in suffering for the gospel... who saved us and called us to a holy
calling.” 2 Timothy 1:8-9

center of South Lubbock, in one of the city's fastest-growing areas, thanks to good schools and a new
Highway currently under construction immediately south of our campus.
