(The good, the bad, and the ugly)

DEMONS or Daimon.

We conclude our study of angels, the devil and demons. We have seen
the good, the bad and the ugly.

Note: Demon possession was very active in Jesus’ day. This was
permitted by God. This was a standby evil to thwart Jesus’ coming.
But Jesus was shown by who he was by his power over demons.
See: Matthew 12:28; Luke 10:17, 18. A victory over this evil!

Therefore: IS all sickness a demon possession?
See: Matthew 4:24, 10:8; Mark 3:15; Luke 9:1; Acts 19:12.

Can sickness be caused by demon possession? Yes.

Some notable scriptures on demons:

Matthew 8:28 — group together, are fierce.

Matthew 8:29 — know they will be tormented.

Marl 5:3; Luke 8:27 — Tomb dwellers.

Matthew 8:28 — Degrees of danger among them; could not be bound.
Mark 5:5 — Physical danger to those inhabited.

Luke 8:29 — Called ‘unclean spirits’; demon=unclean spirit.

Luke 8:30 — When dispossessed a person is ‘healed.’

Conclusion:

The demon’s fate is Hell, along with Satan and his angels/followers.
Can we cast them out? No. Power given to apostles and 12 and 70.
Never be obsessed with demons.

Always put on the full armor of God. Ephesians 6:10ff.
