How To Study The Bible 

 

We have ventured into proper Bible study. This leads to proper 

biblical teaching. Which, of course, leads to pleasing the Lord 

God. 

 

From our last lesson on Context, we will approach scripture 

correctly. For instance, in John 15, we find Jesus’ teaching about 

the Vine and the Branches. The Vine is Jesus. The Branches are 

the apostles, not you and me. See, 2 Peter 3:2. 

 

How do we know that? Context. In John 13-17 we find Jesus 

speaking to/with the apostles. These verses are not a general 

teaching for all Christians. Jesus knew he was about to depart 

this world and he needed to do some teaching to the apostles. 

 

To apply these verses to all Christians would bring many false 

teachings. For instance, the Pentecostals can be heard quoting 

14:15ff about the coming promise of the Holy Spirit. Then they 

say they can do what the apostles did. Wrong. This promise is 

ONLY for the apostles. They were to lay the foundation of the 

church, not you and me. See, Ephesians 2:20.  

 

The gifts of the Holy Spirit came to help the apostles recall or 

bring new revelation. See 14:25-26. To say these apply to all 

Christians would make us apostles. Not true. (The Christian 

receives the gift (singular) of the Holy Spirit at baptism. See 

Acts 2:38.)  

 

Remember the Rule: Who is speaking, to whom are they 

speaking and what is the context of what is said.  

 

Always approach scripture like you would with a commonsense 

reading.
