Here is a simple way to tell
someone about Jesus: 
 
God loves you and sent Jesus
(God in bodily form) to die for
your sins. John 3:16 
All people (including me) are
sinners. Romans 3:23 
All sinners deserve death.
Romans 6:23 
God promises eternal life to
anyone who believes in Jesus for
that life. John 6:47 
Then ask the person, “Do you
believe in Jesus for eternal life?”
