4. Where in your life are you tempted to “work alone” or carry the
weight by yourself? What is the result?

5. How could you intentionally shift your schedule to make more
room for meaningful relationships rather than just productivity?

6. Who do you need to invite into your life to walk with you in this
season—for encouragement, accountability, or shared joy?
