APPLICATION: When you can express gratitude for your own unique journey, and can freely celebrate the unique
journey of others, you'll know you are living out from under the control of comparison.

Start

Philippians 1:6 - And | am certain that God, who began the good work within you, will continue his work
until it is finally finished on the day when Christ Jesus returns.

APPLICATION: Trust God's plan for your life. Trust Him with the season you're in, trust Him with your unanswered
questions, and trust Him for the next step you need to take.

Pursue

John 21:22b - “As for you, follow me.”

APPLICATION: Trust that God knows best and then boldly follow Him, knowing He walks with you every step.

Jesus doesn’t call us to follow someone else’s path — He calls us to follow Him in ours.
