Witches Among Us. A meeting of those interested in the Wiccans religion (witchcraft) 
will be taking place at Montgomery Bell State Park on April 24 at noon. This is from a 
post several days ago from the Facebook page called “Hip White Bluff” https://
www.facebook.com/groups/360172794412489. Although they practice witchcraft, 
they prefer to call themselves “wiccans” because of persecution in the past (e.g. Sa-
lem, MA witch trials of 1692-1693).  
 The increase of alternate religions has coincided with the decrease of the 
influence of Christianity in the Unites States. One major reason is the number of those 
who profess to be Christians but do not live up to the standards of Christianity. So the 
religion of Jesus Christ is perceived to be hypocritical or powerless. One Christian from 
Birmingham, AL said of these people: “It appears that what they profess has not made 
much of a difference in how they live.” Paul described these people to Titus, “They say 
they know God, but the evil things they do show that they don't accept him. They are 
disgusting. They refuse to obey God and are not capable of doing anything 
good” [Titus 1:16, ERV].  

Generosity to the Ukrainians. Over 5,000 buckets filled with supplies will soon be 
shipped to Poland where Ukrainian families have fled Russian invaders. Numerous 
congregations have been enthusiastic in contributing supplies for these displaced peo-
ple. You also willingly and eagerly filled 29 buckets that were delivered by Daniel Cau-
then and myself to Healing Hands International in Nashville. Thank you for your gener-
osity.  

Creation Museum & Ark Trip. Last weekend, 28 people traveled to the Cincinnati re-

gion to see the Creation Museum & a replica of Noah’s Ark. The Ark is 510 feet long 

(300 Babylonian cubits) with three stories (just like the Biblical Ark). Several young 

people who went said they were impressed with the size of the Ark. Our thanks to 

Mary Hedrick who arranged housing, to Debbie Couch who worked with the Ark & 

Museum officials, to the elders who purchased tickets & to Glenda Bull who provided 

transportation cost and to James Sellers who drove the bus.
