Jesus: The Prince of Peace 
 

Peace is more than the absence of warfare and conflict, it is the inner calm and tranquility 
that comes by having a right relationship with God and men. 
 
Several times the New Testament refers to the God who gives peace: 
 

1. Romans 15:33 May the God of peace be with you all.  
2. Romans 16:33 The God of peace will soon crush Satan under your feet. The grace 

of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you.  
3. 2 Corinthians 13:11 Finally, brothers, rejoice. Aim for restoration, comfort one 

another, agree with one another, live in peace; and the God of love and peace will 
be with you.  

4. Philippians 4:9 What you have learned and received and heard and seen in me—
practice these things, and the God of peace will be with you.  

5. 1 Thessalonians 5:23  Now may the God of peace himself sanctify you completely, 
and may your whole spirit and soul and body be kept blameless at the coming of 
our Lord Jesus Christ.  

6. 2 Thessalonians 3:16 Now may the Lord of peace himself give you peace at all 
times in every way. The Lord be with you all.  

7. Hebrews 13:20-21 Now may the God of peace who brought again from the dead 
our Lord Jesus, the great shepherd of the sheep, by the blood of the eternal cove-
nant, equip you with everything good that you may do his will, working in us that 
which is pleasing in his sight, through Jesus Christ, to whom be glory forever and 
ever.  

 
Did you notice that peace comes to us when God is at our side and when we serve Him? 
 
Would you be afraid of a bully, gang member, or violent criminal if you had more than 100 

Navy Seals who were your personal bodyguards?  

Instead of Navy Seals, what if you knew there were 100 angels of God surrounding you? 

Would this give you peace of mind?  

Psalm 34:7-8 The angel of the LORD encamps around those who fear him, and delivers 
them. Oh, taste and see that the LORD is good! Blessed is the man who takes refuge in 
him!  
 
Right before Jesus died, He told the apostles, “Peace I leave with you; my peace I give to 
you. Not as the world gives do I give to you. Let not your hearts be troubled, neither let 
them be afraid” (John 14:27). The peace He gave to them, He offers to us also.
