BIBLE BOWL 2023 

The first Bible Bowl was held in 1972 at the Sycamore Church of Christ in Cookeville, TN.  
There were only 6 teams from a handful of churches in Putnam and Jackson Counties. 

The latest Bible Bowl was conducted on the campus of Tennessee Tech with 231 teams 
representing 52 congregations from 5 states.  Over 3,000 were in attendance with 64 sup-
porters from our congregation. 

This year we had two teams place among the top 16 
teams out of 231 teams.  Claire Jackson (91%), Sarah 
Jackson (97%), Kendahl Petty (92%) & Kaitlin Runkle 
(94%) ranked SECOND overall.   

Kira Burns, Carter Cocke, Tate Cocke, & Aubrey Sud-
death also made the Sweet 16.

For the last 15 years, Brent & Kellie Welch 
have overseen our Bible Bowl teams.  We 
are grateful for their leadership over the 
years.  They have spent countless hours 
reading, studying, making tests, and encour-
aging kids at church to learn and memorize 
books of the Bible. They led our teams to 
victory so many years in a row! So proud of 
the team that got SECOND place! It’s a huge 
accomplishment for them and for the church!  Now they are passing the baton over to 
Mary & Brant Sweat. We know that they will keep Bible Bowl going.
