Since it
is not affiliated with the U.S. Department of Education, this ensures that we can maintain biblical norms and
standards. Also, government-recognized accreditation is not necessary for religious vocations. If you are studying
for something other than ministry, check with the school you will study at, as it may belong to a different accrediting
association.

CLC-M credits will transfer to any AICCS-accredited school. We also have credit transfer agreements (CTAs) with
other Christian colleges and universities accredited by different organizations (see list below). It is important to note
that the receiving institution has the prerogative to determine whether and which credit(s) will transfer. That said, we
will do our best to work with other colleges and universities to get the credits you earned at CLC-M to transfer, if
you choose to pursue this option.
