@ More Fun! Preschool—Highlight the word rain. Have the children
make rain noises by patting their legs each time you say “rain.” Pre-K

& K—Highlight the words rain and Noah. Have children say “Rain, rain,
go away” when you say “rain” Have them say “God cares” when you say
“Noah.”

¢ Something More! Ask the children what they like about rain. Act
out putting on raincoats, using an umbrella, jumping in puddles, and
listening to thunder. Point to the rainbow in the picture and talk about
its colors. Ask children to name their favorite colors. Thank God for
rainbows and His promise to care for us.
