Bible story from 1 Samuel 3:20, 21; 8:4, 5, 21; 9:15-17;
10:17-25; 12:1-4, 18-24

As Samuel grew up, God sometimes talked to Samuel. Then Samuel
would tell the people what God wanted them to do. Samuel was a
special speaker for God.

One day, God’s people said to Samuel, “Give us a king.” Samuel
talked to God. God chose a man named Saul to be king. Samuel called
the people together to meet their new king. One by one the families
came, but no one could find Saul.

Samuel and the people prayed to God. “Where is Saul?” they asked.
God said Saul was hiding behind some baggage. The people looked.
Yes, there was Saul.

The people brought Saul to Samuel. Samuel said, “This is the man
God chose to be your king.” Samuel talked to the people about what a
king should do. Then Samuel wrote everything down in a book.

All the people knew Samuel was honest. “You have never been
unfair to us or hurt us,” they said.

Samuel prayed for the people. He taught the people what was good
and right to do. “Follow God,” Samuel said. “Serve the Lord with all
your heart. Remember what God has done for you.”
