REFLECTION/DISCUSSION QUESTIONS

What paradox does the Teacher find in the pursuit of happiness in this life? (v.1-3)

What “great projects” does the Teacher undertake? (v.4-8) What desires were such projects
meant to satisfy?

What is the most important project you have undertaken in the last year? How do you
measure your success in that?

What do the lives of people you know reveal about what they think will make them happy?

What strategies do people use to avoid facing the reality of death? What do you make of the
idea that death can give us the perspective we need to begin to enjoy life?

How does a passage like this help you focus on the truly important things in life? What are
they?

What are the prayer requests on your mind and heart today?

confess that we seek happiness in all kinds of ways. But we know that it doesn’t come through
striving; it comes as a gift from your hand. Help us to honor you in all that we do, so we can

experience your wisdom and joy.

GOING DEEPER: Read Ecclesiastes chapters 1-2. How do you feel? Encouraged or depressed?
Why is the Teacher so unhappy with what so many would call success? What does it mean to
