Mission Overview

like a fire that cannot be contained. This mission operation will impact two regional spiritual strongholds
in Kenya: Kabarnet and Kamilili. Kabarnet Town has spiritual
significance rooted in both traditional Kalenjin practices and
Christianity. It is home to the historic Kimng'ochoch site, where ancestors
made sacrifices and where Christians now pray for academic success. A
cave featuring the mystical god’s window (pictured left) is considered a
place ofimmense spiritual importance. Sacred trees and high places also
have a controlling influence over the people. The town features
: significant religious buildings like the Full Gospel Church of Kabarnet
and a new mosque, reflecting the community's diverse spiritual life and a commitment to a mixture of
faith and tradition. The church needs to be equipped to engage in strategic-level warfare and
deliverance to pull down these territorial spirits resisting the revival God seeks to release upon the
nation.

early 1940s by Elijah Masinde. It is described as a familial religion of spirits, initially founded as an anti-
colonialist movement, it evolved into a large sect and one of the most popular neo-traditional faiths in
Western Kenya. The movement emphasizes the blending of traditional beliefs, including the worship of
ancestral spirits and cultural rituals like elaborate male circumcision ceremonies. In addition, Mount
Elgon is the sacred home of Were (or Nyasaye), the traditional monotheistic deity of the Luhya people.
Today, many identify as Christian; however, it is common for people to blend traditional spiritual
practices with Christian faith, for example, by still consulting with traditional healers despite attending
church. Foundational equipping is needed to release the healing and deliverance ministry of Jesus with
the fire and power of the Holy Spirit.

The mission to the above communities and churches requires strategic-level spiritual warfare and
deliverance. 5-Fold Global Partner and Apostolic Overseer of the GCF Church Network of Kenya,
James Murunga, indicates that the above communities are “important places to go and establish a
strong foundation, a foundational understanding of the apostolic and prophetic foundation for the
church, and help to structure the work of God in a manner that will bring forth a great harvest.” For this
reason, the 5-Fold Global Team needs high-level prayer support from skilled intercessors to effectively
equip the saints for strategic engagement against these strongholds opposing the move of God.

Mission Objectives

e Train and engage new generation leaders and disciples in the Ephesians 4:11 foundational
structure and operation of the New Testament Church.

e Minister healing, deliverance, and the baptism with the Holy Spirit and fire to all young leaders
and disciples, igniting revival fire and fresh anointing for the greater harvest.

e Equip/train new generation leaders in The Firepower Strategy, The Ephesus Strategy, and
Strategic-Level Prayer, helping them to tear down false religious altars, to minister and make
disciples God’s way in the power of the Holy Spirit, to equip them by the living word of God, to
prepare them for ministry that is anointed with the Holy Spirit and power, and to encourage
them to fulfill their ministries for the glory of Christ.

e Establish Rapid Deployment Training Centers in Kabaret and Kamilili Towns.

Prayer Points for Intercessors

1. Pray for angelic assistance for travel to and from Nairobi, Kenya, and inside Kenya during the mission as
international flights have become more unpredictable regarding delays, cancellations, and safety.

2. Pray so that the 5-Fold Global Team is anointed and empowered by the Holy Spirit to carry the fire of God and
that God will grant them the grace to be in one accord and perform signs and wonders like the Apostles in the early
church. (Acts 5:12-16).

3. Pray for the mission objectives to be fulfilled that the churches will unite, be open to God’s word, be filled with the
Holy Spirit and fire, and engage in the powerful ministry of Jesus Christ to overcome religious and territorial spirits in
each region.

4. Pray for healing, deliverance, and revival to spread in Kabaret and Kamilili Towns that the name of Jesus will
be magnified (Acts 19:1-20)

5. Pray for demonic, unclean, and religious spirits to be cast out of the churches so that healing and deliverance
manifest among disciples.

6. Pray for God'’s provision for all aspects of the mission.
