Optional Video: Theme Loop
OPENER
HOST: “Hey there, friends! Welcome to Collide! This month is extra-special because we’re discovering how Christmas is all about celebrating Jesus—God’s greatest gift to us. 
“Extra! Extra! Read all about it! God sent His Son because He loves us! 

“We want this Christmas to feel different than any one you’ve experienced as you realize God’s great love for you! Merry Christmas, much-loved ones! 
“Now, who’s ready for the game to kick things off? “Our game today is called ‘Gift Pass Parade.’ It’s all about sharing joy, just like the joy we share when we celebrate the birth of Jesus. Let’s get started!
“Okay, friends! Everybody, form a circle! Get ready for the ‘Gift Pass Parade.’

Form a circle of kids and give the first kid in the line the wrapped present. (Up to 10 kids)

“When the music plays, pass the gift to the person beside you in the circle. Keep passing while the music is playing. When the music stops whoever is with the box last/still holding on to the box is out. We keep playing till there are two people left. They compete against each other till we get just one person.

The Last Person standing would be the Winner!

“Ready? Let’s get that Christmas music going and start the parade!
AUDIO: Upbeat music 
Start the music and start the game.

“We’re going to play a game that’s not just fun, but it also helps us understand how great news—like the news about Jesus—can bring people together. Just like when you hear the best news ever and you can’t wait to share it with your friends, right?
“Wow, you all did a fantastic job! It’s amazing to see how quickly good news can spread when it is shared around. And speaking of good news, our Bottom Line today is: ‘Jesus is good news for everyone.’ Just like the gifts you passed along, Jesus is a gift that we can share with everyone around us. Remember that as we head into our time of worship and celebration!”
WORSHIP
HOST: “Hello, wonderful friends! Christmas is such a special time, isn’t it? It’s when we celebrate Jesus, God’s greatest gift to us. God gave us Jesus because He loves us so much! Our first song is ‘Joy to the World.’ Jesus is joy for the whole world—Jesus is good news for everyone!

“Great job, everyone! Let’s go ahead and sit down and hear our true story from the Bible today!”

AFTER BIBLE STORY 
HOST: “We’ve heard an incredible story today—a promise that changed the world. Hundreds of years before Jesus was born, prophets like Isaiah and Micah told everyone that the Rescuer was coming. And that’s exactly what happened on the first Christmas. God sent us Jesus, His greatest gift.
“As God told the people through Isaiah: 
Open the Bible to Isaiah 9:6 (NIrV) and read.

A child will be born to us.

    A son will be given to us.

    He will rule over us.

And he will be called

    Wonderful Adviser and Mighty God.
He will also be called Father Who Lives Forever
    and Prince Who Brings Peace.
“This verse isn’t just a part of history—it’s about Jesus, who came to be our Wonderful Adviser and Prince of Peace. And what’s also so amazing? He came for all of us.

“God went on to tell the people this about our Rescuer, Jesus:

Open the Bible to Isaiah 9:7 (NIrV) and read.
There will be no limit to how great his authority is.

    The peace he brings will never end.

He will rule on David’s throne

    and over his kingdom.

    He will make the kingdom strong and secure.

His rule will be based on what is fair and right.

    It will last forever.

The Lord’s great love will make sure that happens.

    He rules over all.

“Jesus’ kingdom is built on fairness and justice, and it’s all because of God’s great love for us. That’s the kind of ruler He is—and He rules over everything, including our hearts, when we choose to follow Him.

“As God told the people through Micah:

Open the Bible to Micah 5:2 (NIrV) and read.

“Bethlehem Ephrathah, you might not be
    an important town in the nation of Judah.
But out of you will come for me
    a ruler over Israel. 

His family line goes back
    to the early years of your nation.
It goes all the way back
    to days of long ago.”
“Jesus came from a small place, but His story is for everyone, everywhere. And God had been working on bringing Jesus to us for a long, long time. His family line goes back to long ago. God was thinking about rescuing us for a long, long time. And Jesus’ birth was the best news the world ever received.

“This Christmas, as we celebrate and have fun, let’s remember that Jesus is good news for everyone. He’s not just part of the decorations. He’s the reason we have hope and joy. He’s our Savior! Our Rescuer! He’s the Breaker of that awful curse. That’s why what the angel said to the shepherds—which happens to be this month’s Memory Verse—is so powerful.
“Can anyone remember it? It’s Luke 2:11 NIrV:

Open the Bible to Luke 2:11 (NIrV) and read.

“Today in the town of David a Savior has been born to you. He is the Messiah, the Lord.” 
“This verse tells us that Jesus is for all of us— the Savior for the entire world.

“Before we move to small groups, I want to leave you with this question: What’s the best news you’ve ever heard? Think about that, and let’s talk about why Jesus being born is such good news for us.”
SLIDE: Conversation Starter
[Conversation Starter] “What’s the best news you’ve ever heard?” 
SLIDE: Theme Background
HOST: “Let’s talk to the God who loves us so much, He worked for years and years to send us Jesus.”
PRAYER

HOST: “God, thank You for giving us the best gift ever—Jesus. Help us to celebrate Him not just during Christmas, but every day. And help us to share the great news of Jesus. You are so good, and You love us all. We love You, and we pray these things in Jesus’ name. Amen.
Host leads group in a prayer related to what they just heard. After prayer, Host dismisses kids to Small Group.

Begin with prayer
Take a few minutes to pray with your small group
We want to encourage the kids to start with prayer. Lead them by praying for the group.  Ask if there are any prayer requests. To make them more comfortable you can start praying then ask if anyone would like to pray after you.  
You can also use the Bottom line or monthly theme as key prayer points.

Made to Move
What You Need: 
· “Prophecies Fulfilled” Activity Page
What You Do:
· Before you begin, mark three taped lines on one side of your group area. 

· Divide the kids into three groups.. 

· Place the two “Fulfillment Cards” from the “Prophecies Fulfilled” Activity Page in the middle of the group

· Give each group the two “Prophecy Cards” from the “Prophecy Fulfilled” Activity Page. 

· Explain the goal: 

· The teams are to work together to match each prophecy with its fulfillment. 
· Once the matches are made, quickly review each pair, pointing out how God’s plan in the Old Testament came true in the New Testament.
· Ask: “Which prophecy from today’s activity amazed you the most? Why?”

· Share with the group: 

· “The Old Testament is before Jesus was born, and the New Testament tells what happened when He came and after. Even though they were written at different times, both parts are telling one big story: God’s plan to save us through Jesus.”

· “These prophecies from Isaiah and Micah were written hundreds of years before Jesus was born, and yet they happened exactly like God said. That’s not just a good guess; that’s God proving His Word is true and God always keeps His promises!”
· [Make It Personal] (Share about what Jesus means to you! Who taught you about Jesus? How does knowing Jesus still change your life today? Share age-appropriately.)
Inclusive Pro Tips:

· To adjust to the mobility of your group, let the kids match the cards from a seated position.

Inclusive Pro Tips:

· Be sensitive to kids who may need extra time to process their thoughts and respond. Be patient and create a safe space where everyone has a chance to share when they’re ready.
· Frequently check for understanding during discussion by asking questions like, “Can someone share in their own words what we’re talking about?”
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
