OPENER
HOST: “Hey everyone! Welcome to Collide! This month, we’re celebrating a really special time of year. Can anyone guess what it is? That’s right, Christmas! And during Christmas, we’re discovering something incredible about Jesus. He isn’t just a part of the Christmas story, He is the greatest gift of all. Today, we’re going to find out why!
“Let’s get ready to worship. We’re going to sing a song that help us celebrate the birth of Jesus—that remind us about the joy and hope He brings into our lives.”
WORSHIP
HOST: “Christmas Day is almost here! Hooray! Christmas is such a special time because it’s when we celebrate Jesus, God’s greatest gift to us. God gave us Jesus because He loves us so much! Our first song is ‘Joy to the World.’ Jesus is joy for the whole world—Jesus is good news for everyone! Let’s sing

“Great job, everyone! Let’s go ahead and sit down and hear our true story from the Bible today!”

AFTER BIBLE STORY 
HOST: “What a beautiful night we’ve journeyed through, seeing the wonder of Jesus’ birth. It’s a story we tell every Christmas because it marks the beginning of something new, the start of God’s rescue plan for all of us. [Bottom Line] Jesus is the greatest gift.
“And just like the shepherds who were in awe of what they saw, we can respond with that same joy. We can let our hearts be filled with wonder, and we can take action. When we look at Christmas lights twinkling in the night, let’s remember they point to Jesus, the light of the world.

“That’s what we’re celebrating all month, the great news that the angel announced to the shepherds.

Open the Bible to Luke 2:11 (NIrV) and read.

“Today in the town of David a Savior has been born to you. He is the Messiah, the Lord.”
“This verse, our Memory Verse, reminds us of the best gift ever. Just think about it, a Savior who was born for you. And now, we get to live like we truly know it’s true.

“So here’s a question to take with you: 
SLIDE: Conversation Starter
[Conversation Starter] “What’s the best gift you’ve been given?”
“Take some time to think about that, and we’ll talk about it more at your table. But also think about how you can be a gift to others, showing them the same kindness and love that Jesus shows us.”
HOST: “Let’s talk to the God who gave us the greatest gift together.”
SLIDE: Theme Background
PRAYER

HOST: “Dear God, thank You for sending us the greatest gift of all, Your Son, Jesus. Help us to remember this Christmas, and every Christmas, that You gave us the greatest gift because You love us so much. Help us tell everyone about Your great love. Merry Christmas, Jesus. We love You so much too.”
After prayer, Host encourages kids to start craft.
