® What You Say

“Dear God, thank You for Christmas and for all the good things
You give us. But most of all, thank You for the greatest gift of
all, Jesus. Thank You that You sent us a Rescuer, just like You
promised. Thank You that He came to show us Your love and to
make a way for anyone who wants to be close to You. Please
help us celebrate Jesus this Christmas more than anything else.
We love You, and we pray these things in Jesus’ name. Amen.”

Transition -> As adults arrive to pick up, encourage the kids
to share with them that Jesus is the greatest gift. Remind
the kids to say: “We learned that [Bottom Line] Jesus is the
greatest gift, and He came for everyone!”
