While on the go, look for people helping
others. Talk about what they are doing to
help. Then talk about how in the Bible, a
woman and her husband helped Elisha by
making a room for him.

When you go into your child’s room, cuddle
them and say: “Good morning, [child’s
name]! Before we get up, let’s thank God for
the people who help us. Thank You, God, for
[take turns naming people who help you].”

Add bubble bath to bath time. Tell
your child to scoop a handful of
bubbles, say, “I can thank God for [fill
in the blank],” and then blow their
bubbles! Repeat and see how many
things you can thank God for!

Cuddle with your child and pray: “God, I
will give thanks to You with my whole heart
for people who help me. Thank You for
[name people who help you both].”
