While on the go, say this month’s
memory verse together: “I will give
thanks to the Lord with my whole
heart. Psalm 111:1.”

When you go into your child’s room, cuddle
them and say: “Good morning, [child’s
name]! Before we get up, let’s thank God
for anything we want. It can be anything,
because we can thank God for everything!
Thank You, God, for [take turns naming
things].”

Cuddle with your child and pray: “God,
we praise You, because You are
awesome! You are the one true God
who made everything, so we thank You
for everything!”

Add preschoool praise music, plastic
containers, and plastic spoons to bath
time. Turn the containers over to make
drums. Encourage your child to play
their drums to the music. While they
play, talk about how in the Bible, David
praised God with all his might as he
danced to music.
