In Psalm 18:19,28 the Bible says, "He brought me forth also into a large place; he 

delivered me, because he delighted in me." "For thou wilt light my candle: the 

LORD my God will enlighten my darkness." 

This verse reminds me of our God, who will bring us out of whatever we are fac-

ing or going through in life. Here, David is reflecting on God's deliverance after 

times of deep trial he was going through. "He brought me forth into a large place" 

points to our freedom, relief, and safety after being confined and pressured. In 

ancient times, enemies would try to encircle you to pin you in. God, instead, 

opens wide the space for His children. What a blessing to know that God's rescue 

isn't reluctant, but it flows out of His delight and love for us as it was for David. 

Whenever we feel trapped by trials, by sin, by fear, remember that God's delight 

in you is greater than the enemy's grip on you.  

Life is full of seasons of darkness, confusion, sorrow, and discouragement, and 

yet, David declares that when everything else is dark, God Himself becomes our 

light. He not only lifts our spirits, but He also shows us the way forward. Verse 19 

shows us God's deliverance, while Verse 28 shows us God's direction. Together, 

they remind us that God not only rescues us from danger but also leads us into 

His light and truth.
