All Scripture is breathed out by God and profitable for
teaching, for reproof, for correction, and for training in
righteousness,

For freedom Christ has set us free; stand firm therefore,
and do not submit again to a yoke of slavery.

1 Now the Lord said to Abram, “Go from your country
and your kindred and your father’s house to the land
that I will show you. 2 And I will make of you a great
nation, and I will bless you and make your name great,
so that you will be a blessing. 3 I will bless those who
bless you, and him who dishonors you I will curse, and
in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed.” 4 So
Abram went, as the Lord had told him, and Lot went
with him. Abram was seventy-five years old when he
departed from Haran. 5 And Abram took Sarai his wife,
and Lot his brother’s son, and all their possessions that
they had gathered, and the people that they had acquired
in Haran, and they set out to go to the land of Canaan.
When they came to the land of Canaan, 6 Abram passed
through the land to the place at Shechem, to the oak of
Moreh. At that time the Canaanites were in the land. 7
Then the Lord appeared to Abram and said, “To your
offspring I will give this land.” So he built there an altar
to the Lord, who had appeared to him. 8 From there he

moved to the hill country on the east of Bethel and
pitched his tent, with Bethel on the west and Ai on the
east. And there he built an altar to the Lord and called
upon the name of the Lord. 9 And Abram journeyed on,
still going toward the Negeb.

1 Now Sarai, Abram’s wife, had borne him no children.
She had a female Egyptian servant whose name was
Hagar. 2 And Sarai said to Abram, “Behold now, the
Lord has prevented me from bearing children. Go in to
my servant; it may be that I shall obtain children by her.”
And Abram listened to the voice of Sarai. 3 So, after
Abram had lived ten years in the land of Canaan, Sarai,
Abram’s wife, took Hagar the Egyptian, her servant, and
gave her to Abram her husband as a wife. 4 And he went
in to Hagar, and she conceived. And when she saw that
she had conceived, she looked with contempt on her
mistress. 5 And Sarai said to Abram, “May the wrong
done to me be on you! I gave my servant to your
embrace, and when she saw that she had conceived, she
looked on me with contempt. May the Lord judge
between you and me!” 6 But Abram said to Sarai,
“Behold, your servant is in your power; do to her as you
please.” Then Sarai dealt harshly with her, and she fled
from her. 7 The angel of the Lord found her by a spring
of water in the wilderness, the spring on the way to Shur.
8 And he said, “Hagar, servant of Sarai, where have you
come from and where are you going?” She said, “I am
fleeing from my mistress Sarai.” 9 The angel of the Lord
said to her, “Return to your mistress and submit to her.”
10 The angel of the Lord also said to her, “I will surely
multiply your offspring so that they cannot be numbered
for multitude.” 11 And the angel of the Lord said to her,
“Behold, you are pregnant and shall bear a son. You shall
call his name Ishmael, because the Lord has listened to
your affliction. 12 He shall be a wild donkey of a man, his
hand against everyone and everyone’s hand against him,
and he shall dwell over against all his kinsmen.” 13 So
she called the name of the Lord who spoke to her, “You
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are a God of seeing,” for she said, “Truly here I have seen
him who looks after me.” 14 Therefore the well was
called Beer-lahai-roi; it lies between Kadesh and Bered.
15 And Hagar bore Abram a son, and Abram called the
name of his son, whom Hagar bore, Ishmael. 16 Abram
was eighty-six years old when Hagar bore Ishmael to
Abram. 17:1 When Abram was ninety-nine years old the
Lord appeared to Abram and said to him, “I am God
Almighty; walk before me, and be blameless, 2 that I
may make my covenant between me and you, and may
multiply you greatly.” 3 Then Abram fell on his face. And
God said to him, 4 “Behold, my covenant is with you,
and you shall be the father of a multitude of nations. 5
No longer shall your name be called Abram, but your
name shall be Abraham, for I have made you the father
of a multitude of nations. 6 I will make you exceedingly
fruitful, and I will make you into nations, and kings shall
come from you. 7 And I will establish my covenant
between me and you and your offspring after you
throughout their generations for an everlasting
covenant, to be God to you and to your offspring after
you. 8 And I will give to you and to your offspring after
you the land of your sojournings, all the land of Canaan,
for an everlasting possession, and I will be their God.” 9
And God said to Abraham, “As for you, you shall keep
my covenant, you and your offspring after you
throughout their generations. 10 This is my covenant,
which you shall keep, between me and you and your
offspring after you: Every male among you shall be
circumcised. 11 You shall be circumcised in the flesh of
your foreskins, and it shall be a sign of the covenant
between me and you. 12 He who is eight days old among
you shall be circumcised. Every male throughout your
generations, whether born in your house or bought with
your money from any foreigner who is not of your
offspring, 13 both he who is born in your house and he
who is bought with your money, shall surely be
circumcised. So shall my covenant be in your flesh an
everlasting covenant. 14 Any uncircumcised male who is
not circumcised in the flesh of his foreskin shall be cut
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off from his people; he has broken my covenant.” 15 And
God said to Abraham, “As for Sarai your wife, you shall
not call her name Sarai, but Sarah shall be her name. 16 I
will bless her, and moreover, I will give you a son by her.
I will bless her, and she shall become nations; kings of
peoples shall come from her.” 17 Then Abraham fell on
his face and laughed and said to himself, “Shall a child
be born to a man who is a hundred years old? Shall
Sarah, who is ninety years old, bear a child?” 18 And
Abraham said to God, “Oh that Ishmael might live before
you!” 19 God said, “No, but Sarah your wife shall bear
you a son, and you shall call his name Isaac. I will
establish my covenant with him as an everlasting
covenant for his offspring after him. 20 As for Ishmael, I
have heard you; behold, I have blessed him and will
make him fruitful and multiply him greatly. He shall
father twelve princes, and I will make him into a great
nation. 21 But I will establish my covenant with Isaac,
whom Sarah shall bear to you at this time next year.” 22
When he had finished talking with him, God went up
from Abraham. 23 Then Abraham took Ishmael his son
and all those born in his house or bought with his
money, every male among the men of Abraham’s house,
and he circumcised the flesh of their foreskins that very
day, as God had said to him. 24 Abraham was ninety-
nine years old when he was circumcised in the flesh of
his foreskin. 25 And Ishmael his son was thirteen years
old when he was circumcised in the flesh of his foreskin.
26 That very day Abraham and his son Ishmael were
circumcised. 27 And all the men of his house, those born
in the house and those bought with money from a
foreigner, were circumcised with him. 1 And the Lord
appeared to him by the oaks of Mamre, as he sat at the
door of his tent in the heat of the day. 2 He lifted up his
eyes and looked, and behold, three men were standing in
front of him. When he saw them, he ran from the tent
door to meet them and bowed himself to the earth 3 and
said, “O Lord, if I have found favor in your sight, do not
pass by your servant. 4 Let a little water be brought, and
wash your feet, and rest yourselves under the tree, 5
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while I bring a morsel of bread, that you may refresh
yourselves, and after that you may pass on—since you
have come to your servant.” So they said, “Do as you
have said.” 6 And Abraham went quickly into the tent to
Sarah and said, “Quick! Three seahs of fine flour! Knead
it, and make cakes.” 7 And Abraham ran to the herd and
took a calf, tender and good, and gave it to a young man,
who prepared it quickly. 8 Then he took curds and milk
and the calf that he had prepared, and set it before them.
And he stood by them under the tree while they ate. 9
They said to him, “Where is Sarah your wife?” And he
said, “She is in the tent.” 10 The Lord said, “I will surely
return to you about this time next year, and Sarah your
wife shall have a son.” And Sarah was listening at the
tent door behind him. 11 Now Abraham and Sarah were
old, advanced in years. The way of women had ceased to
be with Sarah. 12 So Sarah laughed to herself, saying,
“After I am worn out, and my lord is old, shall I have
pleasure?” 13 The Lord said to Abraham, “Why did Sarah
laugh and say, ‘Shall I indeed bear a child, now that I am
old?’ 14 Is anything too hard for the Lord? At the
appointed time I will return to you, about this time next
year, and Sarah shall have a son.” 15 But Sarah denied it,
saying, “I did not laugh,” for she was afraid. He said,
“No, but you did laugh.” 16 Then the men set out from
there, and they looked down toward Sodom. And
Abraham went with them to set them on their way.

Genesis 1 The Lord visited Sarah as he had said, and the Lord did

21:1—-21 to Sarah as he had promised. 2 And Sarah conceived and
bore Abraham a son in his old age at the time of which
God had spoken to him. 3 Abraham called the name of
his son who was born to him, whom Sarah bore him,
Isaac. 4 And Abraham circumcised his son Isaac when he
was eight days old, as God had commanded him. 5
Abraham was a hundred years old when his son Isaac
was born to him. 6 And Sarah said, “God has made
laughter for me; everyone who hears will laugh over me.”
7 And she said, “Who would have said to Abraham that

Sarah would nurse children? Yet I have borne him a son
in his old age.” 8 And the child grew and was weaned.
And Abraham made a great feast on the day that Isaac
was weaned. 9 But Sarah saw the son of Hagar the
Egyptian, whom she had borne to Abraham, laughing. 10
So she said to Abraham, “Cast out this slave woman with
her son, for the son of this slave woman shall not be heir
with my son Isaac.” 11 And the thing was very
displeasing to Abraham on account of his son. 12 But
God said to Abraham, “Be not displeased because of the
boy and because of your slave woman. Whatever Sarah
says to you, do as she tells you, for through Isaac shall
your offspring be named. 13 And I will make a nation of
the son of the slave woman also, because he is your
offspring.” 14 So Abraham rose early in the morning and
took bread and a skin of water and gave it to Hagar,
putting it on her shoulder, along with the child, and sent
her away. And she departed and wandered in the
wilderness of Beersheba. 15 When the water in the skin
was gone, she put the child under one of the bushes. 16
Then she went and sat down opposite him a good way
off, about the distance of a bowshot, for she said, “Let me
not look on the death of the child.” And as she sat
opposite him, she lifted up her voice and wept. 17 And
God heard the voice of the boy, and the angel of God
called to Hagar from heaven and said to her, “What
troubles you, Hagar? Fear not, for God has heard the
voice of the boy where he is. 18 Up! Lift up the boy, and
hold him fast with your hand, for I will make him into a
great nation.” 19 Then God opened her eyes, and she saw
a well of water. And she went and filled the skin with
water and gave the boy a drink. 20 And God was with the
boy, and he grew up. He lived in the wilderness and
became an expert with the bow. 21 He lived in the
wilderness of Paran, and his mother took a wife for him
from the land of Egypt.

Yet because of false brothers secretly brought in—who
slipped in to spy out our freedom that we have in Christ
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Jesus, so that they might bring us into slavery—

VV. 24-27
Exodus 1 On the third new moon after the people of Israel had
19—20 gone out of the land of Egypt, on that day they came into

the wilderness of Sinai. 2 They set out from Rephidim
and came into the wilderness of Sinai, and they
encamped in the wilderness. There Israel encamped
before the mountain, 3 while Moses went up to God. The
Lord called to him out of the mountain, saying, “Thus
you shall say to the house of Jacob, and tell the people of
Israel: 4 ‘You yourselves have seen what I did to the
Egyptians, and how I bore you on eagles’ wings and
brought you to myself. 5 Now therefore, if you will
indeed obey my voice and keep my covenant, you shall
be my treasured possession among all peoples, for all the
earth is mine; 6 and you shall be to me a kingdom of
priests and a holy nation.” These are the words that you
shall speak to the people of Israel.” 7 So Moses came and
called the elders of the people and set before them all
these words that the Lord had commanded him. 8 All
the people answered together and said, “All that the Lord
has spoken we will do.” And Moses reported the words of
the people to the Lord. 9 And the Lord said to Moses,
“Behold, I am coming to you in a thick cloud, that the
people may hear when I speak with you, and may also
believe you forever.” When Moses told the words of the
people to the Lord, 10 the Lord said to Moses, “Go to the
people and consecrate them today and tomorrow, and let
them wash their garments 11 and be ready for the third
day. For on the third day the Lord will come down on
Mount Sinai in the sight of all the people. 12 And you
shall set limits for the people all around, saying, ‘Take
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care not to go up into the mountain or touch the edge of
it. Whoever touches the mountain shall be put to death.
13 No hand shall touch him, but he shall be stoned or
shot; whether beast or man, he shall not live.” When the
trumpet sounds a long blast, they shall come up to the
mountain.” 14 So Moses went down from the mountain
to the people and consecrated the people; and they
washed their garments. 15 And he said to the people, “Be
ready for the third day; do not go near a woman.” 16 On
the morning of the third day there were thunders and
lightnings and a thick cloud on the mountain and a very
loud trumpet blast, so that all the people in the camp
trembled. 17 Then Moses brought the people out of the
camp to meet God, and they took their stand at the foot
of the mountain. 18 Now Mount Sinai was wrapped in
smoke because the Lord had descended on it in fire. The
smoke of it went up like the smoke of a kiln, and the
whole mountain trembled greatly. 19 And as the sound
of the trumpet grew louder and louder, Moses spoke,
and God answered him in thunder. 20 The Lord came
down on Mount Sinai, to the top of the mountain. And
the Lord called Moses to the top of the mountain, and
Moses went up. 21 And the Lord said to Moses, “Go
down and warn the people, lest they break through to
the Lord to look and many of them perish. 22 Also let the
priests who come near to the Lord consecrate
themselves, lest the Lord break out against them.” 23
And Moses said to the Lord, “The people cannot come up
to Mount Sinai, for you yourself warned us, saying, ‘Set
limits around the mountain and consecrate it.” ” 24 And
the Lord said to him, “Go down, and come up bringing
Aaron with you. But do not let the priests and the people
break through to come up to the Lord, lest he break out
against them.” 25 So Moses went down to the people and
told them. 20:1 And God spoke all these words, saying, 2
“I am the Lord your God, who brought you out of the
land of Egypt, out of the house of slavery. 3 “You shall
have no other gods before me. 4 “You shall not make for
yourself a carved image, or any likeness of anything that
is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that
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is in the water under the earth. 5 You shall not bow down
to them or serve them, for I the Lord your God am a
jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers on the
children to the third and the fourth generation of those
who hate me, 6 but showing steadfast love to thousands
of those who love me and keep my commandments. 7
“You shall not take the name of the Lord your God in
vain, for the Lord will not hold him guiltless who takes
his name in vain. 8 “Remember the Sabbath day, to keep
it holy. 9 Six days you shall labor, and do all your work,
10 but the seventh day is a Sabbath to the Lord your
God. On it you shall not do any work, you, or your son,
or your daughter, your male servant, or your female
servant, or your livestock, or the sojourner who is within
your gates. 11 For in six days the Lord made heaven and
earth, the sea, and all that is in them, and rested on the
seventh day. Therefore the Lord blessed the Sabbath day
and made it holy. 12 “Honor your father and your
mother, that your days may be long in the land that the
Lord your God is giving you. 13 “You shall not murder.
14 “You shall not commit adultery. 15 “You shall not
steal. 16 “You shall not bear false witness against your
neighbor. 17 “You shall not covet your neighbor’s house;
you shall not covet your neighbor’s wife, or his male
servant, or his female servant, or his ox, or his donkey,
or anything that is your neighbor’s.” 18 Now when all the
people saw the thunder and the flashes of lightning and
the sound of the trumpet and the mountain smoking, the
people were afraid and trembled, and they stood far off
19 and said to Moses, “You speak to us, and we will
listen; but do not let God speak to us, lest we die.” 20
Moses said to the people, “Do not fear, for God has come
to test you, that the fear of him may be before you, that
you may not sin.” 21 The people stood far off, while
Moses drew near to the thick darkness where God was.
22 And the Lord said to Moses, “Thus you shall say to
the people of Israel: ‘You have seen for yourselves that I
have talked with you from heaven. 23 You shall not make
gods of silver to be with me, nor shall you make for
yourselves gods of gold. 24 An altar of earth you shall

make for me and sacrifice on it your burnt offerings and
your peace offerings, your sheep and your oxen. In every
place where I cause my name to be remembered I will
come to you and bless you. 25 If you make me an altar of
stone, you shall not build it of hewn stones, for if you
wield your tool on it you profane it. 26 And you shall not
go up by steps to my altar, that your nakedness be not
exposed on it.’

But you have come to Mount Zion and to the city of the
living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to innumerable
angels in festal gathering,

And I saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down

out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride adorned for
her husband.

“Do not think that I have come to abolish the Law or the
Prophets; I have not come to abolish them but to fulfill
them.

6 But as it is, Christ has obtained a ministry that is as
much more excellent than the old as the covenant he
mediates is better, since it is enacted on better promises.
7 For if that first covenant had been faultless, there
would have been no occasion to look for a second.

In speaking of a new covenant, he makes the first one
obsolete. And what is becoming obsolete and growing
old is ready to vanish away.

“Sing, O barren one, who did not bear; break forth into
singing and cry aloud, you who have not been in labor!
For the children of the desolate one will be more than
the children of her who is married,” says the Lord.
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
