2. Read Matthew 16:24-27, Mark 8:34-38, Luke 9:23-27 and John 12:25. Summarize Jesus’ words in
these texts and explain why this teaching is repeated at least 4 times in the Gospels.

3. Read Proverbs 29:25, Galatians 1:10 and James 4:4. How significant is this issue of approval | people
pleasing vs God pleasing and what should your response be in light of these verses?

4. What one thing from John 12:20-26 does God want you to obey & who do you think God wants you,
in love, to share these truths with & why (the Bible is to be known so we obey it & share it).

5. Write out a prayer based on all your answers above.
