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Our Stephen Ministers Are Ready to Care! -

The deeper the pain, the
fewer words you use.

“Then they sat on the ground with him for seven days and
nights. No one said a word to Job, for they saw that his
suffering was too great for words.” Job 2:13 (NLT)

If you’re always in a hurry, then you’re never going to be a great listener. To have great conversations, you start by
looking with love at the other person, but then you must invest as much time as needed. Why? Because you can’t
listen well in a hurry. Great listening takes time.

Job was a wealthy man who lost virtually everything, including his money, health, and even his children. “When
three of Job’s friends heard of the tragedy he had suffered, they got together and traveled from their homes to
comfort and console him . . . Then they sat on the ground with him for seven days and nights. No one said a word to
Job, for they saw that his suffering was too great for words” (Job 2:11, 13 NLT).

This is called the ministry of presence. When you’re ministering to someone in pain, you must remember this: The
deeper the pain, the fewer words you use. If somebody’s having a bad hair day, then you can talk about it for 30
minutes. But if that person has a major crisis, talking about it for a long time is probably not going to help. The truth
is that you don’t need to say anything. Just show up and shut up. You can’t talk people out of their pain. Some pain
is beyond words. This kind of investment takes time. Notice how many days Job’s friends sat on the ground with
him ... seven. Do you have anybody in your life who’d sit on the ground with you for seven days without saying
anything?

Stephen Ministers are members of Trinity who have been through extensive training and provide confidential,
one-to-one, Christian care to people who are experiencing a difficult time. They listen, care, encourage, pray, and
provide weekly support for as long as the need persists. If someone you know is hurting, find out more about Stephen
Ministry by talking with one of our Stephen Leaders: Don Meissner, Kevin Kot or Colleen Kot.

“Pray ... Out Loud?!”

Did you know that praying with someone is an awesome way to show you care? Not only is it something that helps people trust
you, it especially invites into someone's situation the help of our God who has the ability " to do even more than we can ask or
imagine." (Ephesians 3:20)

But how do I get there? How can I pray with someone when I'm not used to it? Here's a simple recipe I follow...

1. Start the prayer with thanks- thank God for the friendship you have with your friend and thanks that He's (God) right there
too.

2. Next pray for what ever the issue is at hand and that God would help. Just a few sentences.

3. Last you can thank God for the love he has for us and that he cares so much.

Less than a minute is fine and just be and sound like yourself. I had some confirmation students once say, "I don't know how to
pray like pastor," because that's the only example of prayer they had. People will most relate to how you normally sound. I tell
people to fumble through it. It will get easier. But people appreciate our sincerety and reaching out.

Six of us have started a small group called Reaching Out learning to become comfortable having God conversations with
people, as well as becoming inviters to welcome people to our church. We've met once, there's room for a few more and meet
only twice a month. Those that attended our first gathering are looking forward to the next on October 30 at 5:15pm! If you're
curious, see me or give me a call 716-601-8570.
