‭●‬ ‭But Paul doesn’t do that!‬
‭●‬ ‭For Paul that would have been a cop out!‬
‭●‬ ‭That’s not the way the Christian faith is supposed to work.‬

‭Grey Area  =  Disputable Matters‬
‭(Romans 14:1)‬

‭Paul is confessing that for him this is a non-issue:‬

‭●‬ ‭I would think that would have‬‭turned some heads‬‭in‬‭Corinth among the Jewish‬
‭believers there!‬
