e Jesus: now about 30 years old
e Pharisees and Sadducees: Religious leaders of the Jews. The Pharisees in particular prided
themselves on their strict observance of God’s law.

o The Trinity:

e Satan: means, “the enemy,” leader of the angels who rebelled against God

WHEN? — Jesus about 30 years old when he began his ministry (~28 A.D.)

WHERE? — Jordan River and the desert
